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focus of their gath-
ering together. 
They gather to a 
person ðnot a tribe, 
system, creed or a 
building. This has 
always been Godôs 
plan ðthat His peo-
ple would gather 
unto, and around, 
Jesus Christ.   

It is the desire of 
LCC that every 
gathering be unto 
Jesus Christ alone. 
For He is Shiloh , 
and it is for this 
very reason that we 
have subtitled LCC, 
ñShiloh Tabernac-
leò.  

The tribe of Judah 
was the tribe of 
King David and of 
Jesus Christ. The 
sceptre (the right 
to rule as king and 
the power to give 
forth the law of 
God) would remain 
in Judah and be ful-
filled in Shiloh . This 
one who is called 
Shiloh  shall reign 
as a king and also 
give forth the law 
of God. He would 
be the most perfect 
teacher of Godôs 
law that has ever 
beenðmore perfect 
than king David.  

When Shiloh  does 
come then ñunto 
him shall the gath-
ering of the people 
be.ò Godôs people 
will gather unto this 
person. His ruling 
and teaching minis-
try will draw many 
unto Him. He shall 
be the gathering 
place of Godôs peo-
ple. He will be the

This 
wonderful prophetic 
promise speaks 
about a person 
called Shiloh . We 
are told that the 
sceptre will be con-
nected to the tribe 
of Judah and will 
continue as such 
until Shiloh  comes.

Five Years a Christian: Paulõs Testimony  
ñTherefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed 

away; behold, all things are become new.ò 2 Corinthians 5:17  

This scripture, in a nutshell, sums up the 

last five and a half years of my life. In ear-

ly 2009, my life was radically and perma-

nently changed. Many people now say to 

me "fair play to you for changing your life", 

but they don't understand, it wasn't me 

that did it. I had tried and tried many 

times to clean up my life: to stop using 

drugs, to give up cigarettes, but time after 

time I would fail. The Bible says you can 

wash a pig and make it clean outwardly, 

but after it is washed it just returns to roll-

ing in the mud again because its inward 

nature was not changed. In next - to -no -

time the pig is filthy again. Well, that was 

like me. I was on a merry -go- round of sin 

that I could not get off. My language was 

vile, I knew nothing about Jesus Christ, 

but His name was probably one of the 

most used names in my vocabulary. His 

name was nothing more than a means of 

expressing myself. I lived for motorsport, 

rally cars, motorbikes, I loved my drink 

and being drunk, I loved drugs and how 

they made me feel. I coveted them with 

insatiable desire. All I wanted was more 

and more and more from this world, on an 

endless path of looking for fulfilment, but I 

never found it. In short, I was a world addict, 

and like any addiction, it left me craving for 

more.  

Our family were church goers all throughout 

my childhood, but I stopped going as soon as 

I could. I hated it. I didnôt care for religion, or 

God, or anything like that at all. It just wasnôt 

for me. My parents separated and divorced 

during my teenage years, a very difficult 

thing for all of the family to cope with, but it 

led to my Dadôs conversion. He began to be 

very vocal about Jesus, and the necessity to 

be born again, so much so that I began to be 

embarrassed to bring my friends to my 

house, because he and his friends were al-

ways trying to tell us about Jesus. My friends 

and I were for the most part, I think, athe-

ists. I remember times when we would be sit-

ting around, stoned, óoff our headsô, discuss-

ing if there was really a God up there, or if it 

was a load of nonsense. Either way, there 

was a work going on to which I was oblivious, 

and powerless against. Dad and his church 

were praying for my salvation.  
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THE NIGHT IT HAPPENED  

It was the night of the 20 th  of January 2009. 

Iôm a mechanic, and I was working on my 

car in the back yard at home. None of my 

friends were with me, Dad wasnôt there, (In 

fact, he was at that specific time, in a prayer 

meeting only a few miles away at SOC). I 

was all alone. I was crying as I worked. I 

was carrying the weight of the world on my 

shoulders. I was weary from working to keep 

up appearances at work, with my family, and 

around my friends. The reality was that I 

couldnôt cope anymore. I couldnôt pretend 

any longer that I didnôt have a drug addiction 

that ruled me. I couldnôt pretend any more 

that life was brilliant. I was busy trying to 

fool everyone around me, and I was fooling 

myself.  I didnôt comprehend at the time the 

reality of what was happening, but God was 

moving on me. I felt compelled to call out to 

Jesus for help. I instantly saw Him as bigger 

than every sin in my life. So there I stood, 

elbows on the roof of the car, head in hands, 

weeping and calling out to Jesus.  

 

HE HEARD ME  

In one moment of time, He changed me. I 

felt a physical weight lift off of me, and I 

knew instantaneously a freedom and peace 

inside of me that I had never had before. I 

knew that the things that had me bound, had 

just been robbed of their power. Man, Iôd 

never experienced anything like it! I simply 

carried on working, but without being con-

scious of it, I started whistling a tune I had-

nôt heard for years. I can only presume I re-

membered it from my church -going youth. It 

was called ñSeek ye first the kingdom of 

Godò and a part of that song says ñask and it 

shall be given unto you, seek and ye shall 

find, knock and the door shall be opened un-

to youéò It is of course, based on Jesusô 

words from the New Testament. I remember 

it struck me as very odd that I would be 

whistling such a tune, because dance and 

trance music was what I listened to! I rang 

my Dad, specifically to ask him for a Bible,  

and one for my sister. The first words he 

replied to me were ñask and it shall be giv-

en unto you, seek and ye shall find, knock 

and the door shall be opened unto you.ò I 

burst out crying and laughing at the same 

time on the phone to him, it was so, so real 

what had just happened.  

That is not the end of the Testimony of 

what Jesus has done in my life. It is, in fact, 

only the beginning. Jesus delivered me from 

the power of sin. Jesus delivered my soul 

from eternal hell. He came into my life in 

such a real way, that to this day, I feel 

compelled to lay down my life, my hopes, 

my ambitions and my plans, so that He can 

live in and through me. If I had died before 

that moment that I was born again, I would 

surely have ñlifted up my eyes in hell, being 

in torments.ò I would have awoken in hell, 

with the awful, agonising consciousness that 

I was there to be punished forever and ever 

and ever. All my life I had rejected Godôs 

Lordship and authority. Now I love that He 

is my Lord. He owns me. I am His pur-

chased possession and that means that He 

can do with me as He pleases. In one mo-

ment, Jesus took up residence in my body 

through the Holy Spirit. I didnôt need coun-

selling, or anybodyôs deliverance ministry to 

work a change in me, no, I just needed a 

revelation of the power of the blood of 

Christ. I didnôt need ñ10 steps to a new youò 

nor did I need someone to help me delve 

into my past to figure out why I became 

such a messed up person, no, I simply 

needed to come to the cross, repent of my 

sin, and allow Jesus to do the rest. Iôve 

learned since then that God only deals with 

Jesus. He never deals with that old man 

that I was before I was saved. That old man 

was only fit for one thing: death. That old 

man was full of sin and lawlessness, and 

God could have nothing to do with him be-

cause of it.  
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FIVE YEARS OF GROWTH  

The past five and a half years have been 

amazing. Within a few days of being born 

again, I was in church meetings with other 

believers. Prayer meetings, Bible studies, 

Sunday morning meetings, Gospel meet-

ings, tent meetings, Iôve been in them all. I 

love it. Why? Because it is ñgood and 

pleasant for the brethren to dwell together 

in unityò and the Lord commands a bless-

ing there (Ps.133). Iôve been tremendously 

blessed to have good brethren around me 

who have never failed to point me to Jesus 

in all of lifeôs trials. God has set faithful 

brethren around me who have emphasized 

the necessity of the baptism of the Holy 

Spirit and the necessity of a Holy life to 

add weight to a Holy profession. Theyôve 

emphasized and reiterated again and again 

the importance of allowing Jesus to deal 

with the deepest motives and darkest cor-

ners of my heart, in order that a Christlike 

character would be produced in me. My 

dear brothers and sisters have been such a 

support to me in prayer. We believe in sup-

porting each other in prayer, because we 

believe that ñéthe effectual fervent prayer 

of a righteous man availeth much éò My 

brethren have laid hands on me and 

anointed me with oil in times of sickness, 

they have encouraged me in times of des-

pair, and they have rejoiced with me in 

times of rejoicing. They have rebuked me 

in love, when it was necessary. It perplex-

es me that there are those who choose to 

wander from church to church, never fully 

experiencing that intimacy of fellowship 

with other believers that Iôve just de-

scribed, but rather seem content to stay 

out on the edge, looking in, but never real-

ly experiencing it. Iôm so blessed to have a 

church around me with brethren who are 

unwilling to settle for the nonsense that 

saturates most of the church nowadays 

and that has replaced biblical Christianity. I 

know there is a heart cry amongst us that 

says ñthere must be more than thiséò and 

we know that there is. Weôve experienced 

it in small measures, and it has left us hun-

gering and thirsting for more. How blessed 

am I to have brethren around me like I do! 

Very often, people say to me ñWould you not 

like to go to Australia or Canada like so 

many others?ò My answer is always a firm 

NO! Itôs not because I have a fabulous ca-

reer here in Limerick that Iôm too attached 

to, nor is it because Iôve got a family Iôm not 

prepared to leave, but it is because Iôve got 

this church, and I know that at this point in 

time, itôs where God wants me. Most folk 

donôt understand that, because most folk 

donôt know the value of having a church like 

I have. It is so wonderful to have a place 

where Christ is exalted and where His Word 

is preached under the power and anointing 

of the Holy Ghost.  

God has dealt with my heart on so many 

levels these past years. Attitudes, thoughts, 

motives, all get exposed and brought into 

the light by His Word. I know it is possible to 

resist Him working, but I never want that to 

be the case in my heart. He has shown me 

that He is the potter, and I am the clay. His 

Word is to mould me, and never the other 

way around. I know He is ñbuilding His 

church, and the gates of hell will not prevail 

against itò and Iôm so very glad and blessed 

to be caught up in what He is doing in Lim-

erick. We desperately need a true, old fash-

ioned, Holy Ghost outpouring in our midst, 

that the overflow of it would touch many, 

many lives in this wicked world in which we 

live. I know Iôm not ñthereò as a Christian, 

nor would I be so naïve to believe we as a 

church have ñarrivedò so to speak, but I do 

know that when we realise our need, our 

barrenness, our unfruitfulness, and 

acknowledge that Christ is the only answer, 

and are willing for Him to lead us to repent-

ance by His goodness, oh what a good place 

to be. Lord, keep us ñpressing on the up-

ward wayò help us to ñstrive to enter in at 

that strait gateò and make us to ñearnestly 

contend for that faith once delivered to the 

Saintsò Amen.

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In Psalm 106:14 -15, we are told that 

ñ[Israel] waited not for [Godôs] counsel: 

But lusted exceedingly in the wilder-

ness, and tempted God in the desert. 

And he gave them their request; but 

sent leanness into their soul.ò  
 

We want to look at three different churches 

represented in the first few chapters of I 

Samuel. The first was the Eli church. The 

second was the Church of Hophni and 

Phinehas. The third was the Samuel Church. 

We find that these men were all types, pic-

tures and shadows of different types of 

churches which men choose in our own day. 

All three were found at a place called Shiloh 

which was north of Jerusalem. The Tabernac-

le of the Lord and the Ark of the Covenant 

rested in Shiloh for well over 300 years. The 

people gathered here for feasts and sacrific-

es, as well as worship, prayer and ministry. 

But it reached a point at Shiloh when every 

man and woman was going to have to 

choose what type of church they were going 

to be a part of.  

1. THE ELI CHURCH  

 

The name Eli means to be lofty, to ascend 

or ascension. This should have been a 

church that was ascending, moving forward 

and growing up into the truth of God. There 

should had been a testimony of resurrection 

life in their midst. But instead it was a 

church on the downgrade. Eli judged Israel 

for 40 years and was also the High Priest in 

the tabernacle. In chapter 4 we read that he 

was about 98 years old when he died. We 

find no record of any personal sin in his life. 

He was a man who accepted the true 

preaching and proclamation of Godôs Word 

without argument. He believed that God 

heard and answered prayer. He even 

prayed the prayer of faith. He could be en-

treated and reasoned with concerning his 

mistakes. When he heard of the sin of his 

sons he warned them and rebuked them 

(2:17, 24 -25). Godôs original purpose for his 

life and ministry was wonderful: ñI said in-

deed that thy house, and the house of thy 

father, should walk before me for ev-

erò (2:30).  
 

But there was a problem. He lacked the 

ability to discern and judge correctly.  

In I Sam.1:13 , Hannah was at the taber-

nacle in deep travail of soul in prayer but 

old Eli misjudged her and rebuked her. He 

accused her of drunkenness and inferred 

that she was a daughter of Belial (1:13 -16). 

In chapter 3 when the Lord called young 

Samuel in the middle of the night Eli told 

him twice to go and ñlie down again.ò This is 

what you are told to do in an Eli church.   
 

An Eli Church is influenced by carnality. Eli 

rebuked his two sons for their sin but did 

not weaken their influence or remove them 

from ministry. As a result he sat down and 

ate their red raw meat which they had tak-

en from the people by force (1:12 -13). The 

Eli church calls sin, sin but it also tolerates 

much and enjoys the benefits received from 

tolerating carnal Christianity.   

CHOOSE YOUR CHURCH! 
By Keith Malcomson 
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The mis - judgments in this church are stag-

gering. They treat non -essentials harshly 

but ignore the things that are most vital. 

They judge other people but do not judge 

themselves. They protect the guilty but re-

buke the innocent. They are blind to their 

own shortcomings but filled with the faults 

of others.  
 

The Lord sent ña man of Godò to Eli to 

point out his compromise in this toleration 

(2:27, 29 -30; 3:13). The Lord did not 

judge Eli for deliberate personal sin but for 

negligence concerning other menôs sins. 

The prophetôs message convicted Eli. He 

listened carefully and accepted it as true 

but the message did not change him or the 

course of his life (3:18). An Eli Church lives 

right but tolerates those things that are 

wrong. The preaching is correct but not ap-

plied to the lives of the listeners. The 

church is upright but does not function ac-

cording to Godôs mind. They receive warn-

ings which they agree with mentally and 

theologically but they never act upon them.  
 

Eli preached some óhot messagesô but that 

is as far as it went. It was a message of 

the mouth that lacked application. When 

the message was ignored or disobeyed Eli 

took no further action or responsibility. It 

was also a church where prophecies of 

promised blessing were disannulled (2:30). 

An Eli Church spiritually finishes its days 

old (2:22), blind (3:2; 4:15) and fat 

(4:18). Eli died a failure: he failed as a 

priest, he failed as a father, and he failed 

in guarding Godôs house. Many have sacri-

ficed genuine revival on the altar of com-

promise. Eli voted against revival by his 

high tolerance level of disobedience in 

Godôs house and God judged him for it.   

 

2. THE CHURCH OF HOPHNI AND 

PHINEHAS  

 

Eliôs two sons grew up in church. From child-

hood they had heard the wonderful stories 

of Joshua, Gideon and Samson. Finally they 

found themselves in ministry. But they had 

no fear of God; they did not truly know God; 

and they had no desire to personally obey 

the written Scriptures. They knew every-

thing but did nothing. The Church of Hophni 

and Phinehas is the arising of a new young 

contemporary worldly church moulded more 

by manôs mind than Godôs Word. It is a 

counterfeit Christianity ruled by the carnal 

mind. Its wisdom and decisions come out of 

a carnal nature. It grows up hearing true 

preaching but never applies it. It knows of 

spiritual, holy, serious and sincere believers 

but has no desire for such fellowship. When 

Biblical truth is preached it disregards it as 

not being culturally appropriate, practically 

possible or presently relevant. It merely 

treats the preaching of holiness as the words 

of men. When you find people in Godôs 

house who change the meaning of Godôs 

Word instead of being changed by it then 

you know that you are in this church.   
 

In this church the written Word no longer 

carries real authority. It no longer affects 

the conscience, restrains the words or ac-

tions, and does not change the motives of 

the heart. This church lives in open and pub-

lic disobedience to Godôs Word without 

shame or restraint. They have lost the abil-

ity to be embarrassed about disobedience. 

Grace becomes a cover for sin.  
 

The compromise of the Eli Church always 

allows the rise of the Church of Hophni and 

Phinehas. In return the Hophni and Phinehas 

church always brings about the demise of 

the Eli church. Under their hand the worship, 

preaching and testimonies draw to man ra-

ther than to Christ. The motive is selfish, 

self -serving, self -gratifying and self -centred. 

You can listen to the preached mes-

sages of ñChoose Your Churchò online 

on our website.  
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The cultural custom of this church is marked 

by disobedience to Godôs written Word. It is 

rebellion in disguise. The wisdom of the 

world is honoured while the clear commands 

of Godôs Word are ignored. The latest theo-

ries, gimmicks and inventions are promoted 

and enforced. Preaching gets replaced by 

surveys, entertainment and an un -convicting 

fun atmosphere. Fellowship is no longer com-

munication between those who fear God ex-

horting one -other to holiness but rather it is 

dominated by foolish talking, jesting, debat-

ing, gossip, back -biting and slander. When a 

word of rebuke and warning comes they ut-

terly ignore it (2:25). The name Hophni 

means a professional fighter or boxer. The 

name Phinehas means mouth of a serpent. 

This is who they are. Their lives, character, 

tongues, minds and motives do not line up 

with Godôs Word.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Eli church and the Church of Hophni and 

Phinehas talk of revival, seek for revival and 

know about revival. They think they can 

force God to send revival. They want revival 

but they do not want to repent or to live ho-

ly. They expect God to hear their prayers for 

revival but do not obey His simple commands 

concerning their personal attitudes, words 

and actions in His church. They call great 

gatherings in the land, make much noise 

and proclaim present victory. Their revivals 

are man -made. Their very public impressive 

attempts at revival end with utter defeat by 

the Philistines who represent the flesh. They 

go from the heights of popular revival to the 

depths of fallen depravity overnight. In one 

day both sons died under the judgment of 

God.  

 

3. THE SAMUEL CHURCH  

 

In the fall of Eliôs church the Ark was taken 

from Shiloh for the first time in 350 years 

by the Philistines. Eli, Hophni and Phinehas 

lay dead. The glory had departed. Every-

thing was now in ruins at Shiloh. Although 

the Lord was judging, and cutting off the old 

compromised priesthood of the house of Eli 

and the young compromised lives of Eliôs 

sons, He was not abandoning His people. He 

was just making room for a holy remnant, 

for a revived church, for a people who 

would ñdo accordingò to Godôs mind and 

Godôs heart. He will allow the loss of every-

thing after which He will start all over again. 

In the fall of the House of Eli God is making 

room for genuine revival.  
 

In the church of Eli you not only find 

Hophni and Phinehas you also find a 

Hannah and a Samuel. They all come 

forth out of an Eli church. An Eli church is 

too compromised to change Hophni and 

Phinehas but it is spiritual enough to be en-

trusted by God with the task of raising a 

Samuel. Even in an Eli church you will find a 

Hannah. She was a woman of prayer. She 

was a woman mocked by her enemies on 

the way to Godôs house. She was a woman 

with a barren womb and no children. She 

wept, was grieved, she poured out her soul 

before the Lord. Her one desire was a man -

child. She was a handmaid of the Lord. She 

was consecrated by a holy vow unto God. In 

a place of answered prayer her sadness 

turned to joy and worship. The Lord visited 
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her and she conceived (2:21). It takes a 

Hannah to birth a Samuel Church. After 

birth she weaned him for his first three 

years of his life. It was her milk that gave 

him a foundation. But he would grow up to 

maturity in the House of Eli.  
 

She gave him to Eli to serve in the taber-

nacle. As he grew Samuel was taken up 

with worshipping the Lord; but Eli was tak-

en up with serving the people. Samuel was 

growing steadily and daily; but Eli was in-

creasingly compromising and yielding to 

the sin of others. Samuel was on the up-

grade; Eli was on the downgrade. Samuel 

was growing in spiritual vision and insight; 

Eli was progressively losing his sight. The 

godly example of young Samuel did not 

wake old Eli up out of his compromise; but 

the compromise of Eli did open the eyes 

and ears of young Samuel to Godôs right-

eous requirements amongst His people and 

for godly ministry.  
 

It was in the Church of Eli that Samuel re-

ceived his call to ministry. This call came 

amidst a revelation of Godôs judgement on 

the house of Eli (v11 -14). Eli did not know 

the call of God but Samuel did. Eli did not 

know the word of the Lord but Samuel alt-

hough only a boy did. Eli received a prophe-

cy of judgment because of his own unfaith-

fulness; but Samuel received this prophecy 

concerning coming judgment because he 

was going to be a faithful priest unto God. 

This prophecy had no effect in changing Eli 

or his ministry; but it affected and moulded 

the whole message and ministry of Samuel. 

It was a ministry birthed out of the revela-

tion of Godôs righteous judgment.  
 

Samuel was a judge, a priest, a prophet and 

a Nazarite. All of these elements are found 

in a Samuel church. Righteous judgment 

(7:16 -17), prayer, prophetic preaching on 

repentance (3:19 -21), and holy consecrated 

living are all genuine marks of this church. 

Samuel refused to touch the fruit of the 

vine, to cut his hair or to touch any dead 

thing. This church is raised up of God to 

bring the people back to true revival. After 

Godôs judgment on Eliôs house it took twenty 

years to bring the people back to a place of 

genuine heart repentance which resulted in 

a genuine heaven sent revival.  
 

For 40 years under his ministry the Ark was 

progressively moving towards its final desti-

nation in Jerusalem. This was the whole pur-

pose of Samuelôs ministry although he would 

not see it fulfilled with his own eyes. It was 

under his ministry that that a change of gov-

ernmental authority took place: Saul was 

rejected and David was called, anointed and 

prepared. Samuel was a faithful priest who 

did according to that which was in Godôs 

heart and mind (2:35).  
 

Every Christian in this hour will be forced to 

choose his church. Beware lest God answers 

your request according to your lust instead 

of His council.  

You can access three messages called ñChoose 

Your Churchò on our church website. We would 

encourage you all to take time to listen to them 

again. It was these three messages which were 

fundamental to the raising up of LCC in Limer-

ick. We desire to be a Samuel Church.

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The Real ôSaint Patrickõ 
Patrick (390 ð466 A.D.)  was born and reared in a village called 

Bannavem Taberniae  on  the west coast of Britain. 

His grandfather,  Potitus, had been a presbyter (elder)  in the 

Church. His father Calpornius was a  deacon.  His mother was a 

godly prayerful woman but sadly Patrick rebelled 

against the  Gospel in which he was raised. He was a 

sceptic and a rebel. Like many other youths in  his vil-

lage he ignored the preaching and godly rebukes of the 

local elders and  joyfully delighted in committing sin in 

secret. Shortly before his 16th birthday,  he fell victim to a party of wild Irish raid-

ers  and was taken as a slave to Ireland.  

He quickly realised  that  this was Godôs chastening hand upon his life for his unbe-

lief, disobedience and  his  rejection of the  Gospel. He repented and was born -

again.  

During Patrickôs six year captivity he became a man of prayer, a man of faith and 

a man filled  with the Holy Spirit. This was the Lordôs means in training him in the 

Irish  language and culture. Through a vision from the Lord he miraculously es-

caped and  eventually returned home to Britain to the great joy of family and old 

friends.  

After being  made a deacon he received a vision from the Lord calling him to return 

to  Ireland to preach the Gospel. By this time he was a man trained, prepared and 

filled with the Word of God. His calling was acknowledged among his own people 

when he was ordained as a presbyter (bishop).   

In about 432 AD, he reached pagan Ireland with  an apostolic call to win souls to 

Christ. God gave him great grace to see many  thousands ñre-born.ò Sons and 

daughters of kings gave themselves to labour for  God and signs and  wonders  were 

performed  in confirming the Gospel. As he travelled the land during his thirty 

years of  ministry he left hundreds of new churches and well trained leaders behind 

him.  The Lord used him to begin a spiritual revival that turned pagan Ireland into  the Land 

of Saints and Scholars. His life and ministry was remarkable in  changing the whole nation 

and culture of the Irish. At his death he left behind an Irish  Church which was burning with 

missionary zeal and with a vision to carry the gospel  back into Britain and Europe. The fol-

lowing 200 years were known as Irelandôs golden years.   

Augustine was the first Catholic missionary sent to Britain in 558A.D ðover 100 years after 

Patrick had finished his ministry. The influence of Catholicism only began 

to enter Ireland from the end of the seventh century. When this happened 

Patrick was made a Catholic saint. His history was rewritten and it was 

said that the Pope had sent him to Ireland. With the passing of the years 

the true story of St. Patrick has been lost, forgotten and rewritten. How-

ever we still have copies of two of his letters, written in Latin, which con-

tain his true personal testimony of salvation in Christ. He was indeed a 

true man of God sent to evangelise the Irish by preaching the new -birth 

through faith in Christ.
