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Hi my name is Patrick, I pray that you might 

take a few minutes to read my testimonyð

especially if you are a Catholicðon 

how JESUS CHRIST saved me from going 

straight to HELL.  

 

I was born and reared in Limerick City. 

My parents would have been devout Catho-

lics. I can even remember my father going 

up to read at mass on the odd Sunday. I got 

married, and had two childrenða daughter 

and a sonðand my wife and I raised them in 

the Catholic tradition. All my life until my 

fifties, I thought I was good a Catholic. 

 

One day my son announced to my wife and 

me that he was after becoming a Christian. 

He started to talk about the Bible and it be-

ing Godôs Word and Christôs promise in it to 

save the world. He quoted John 3:16, 

For God so loved the world that he gave his 

only begotten son, that who so ever shall 

believe in him will not perish but have eter-

nal life. I replied, ñYes 

son thatôs fine,ò and contin-

ued watching TV. 

 

Everyday my son would 

mention something 

about Jesus and the miracles 

He performed. He also told 

me that Jesus was the on-

ly Mediator between God 

and man 1Timothy 2:5 

ñFor there is one God, and 

one mediator between God 

and men, the man Christ Jesus;ò and in 

Johnôs Gospel it says, John 14:6 ñJesus 

saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and 

the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but 

by meò but I didnôt show any interest, 

I thought I had heard it all before. By this 

time my daughter had become a Christian 

and now there were two of them. Ten-

sion grew at home and I started to get wor-

ried about what our children had gotten their 

selves into. to question where my own per-

sonal beliefs came from. Though I did not 

want to I could see it was not ójust a phaseô 

and it was not going away. 

 

At this point as I started listening, a thought 

kept niggling away at me about Hell. Did I 

really know God?  

You see my children kept asking me how I 

knew where I was going after I died. To 

me this was a very big question and it would 

not leave me alone. How could I be sure I 

was going to Heaven? Well I thought I was a 
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good person. I always helped others out when 

I could and I certainly would not harm any-

one. I was very good to my parents and al-

ways did what jobs they required of me, 

when they were alive. I was a good per-

son in my own eyes and I thought all the good 

deeds I was doing over my lifetime would be 

enough for me to get into Heaven. I soon 

discovered how wrong I was. You see the 

Bible tells us something very different: Ro-

mans 3:23 ñFor all have sinned and fall short 

of the glory of Godò. 

 

The tension was getting higher in the 

house and a simple discussion would turn in 

to an argument. The only way I could 

see around this situation was for me to go and 

see for myself what this Christian church was 

all about. I told my son and daughter that I 

would go to the church and see what it was 

like. They were so pleased and very soon I 

realised why they were. My wife had started 

to go a few weeks before so I had an idea of 

what to expect.  

The meeting started off with people express-

ing their love for God and lifting up their 

hands in praise. Then there were worship 

Songs and then the pastor would ask every-

one to open their Bibles, of course I did not 

own a Bible. Well I listened to that pastor, 

talk about the Lord Jesus Christ, and to me, it 

seemed as if he was Jesusô best friend and 

knew Him intimately. I could not describe the 

way I felt after hearing that sermon. I could 

not remember a Catholic priest  sounding 

like that. This man spoke so lovingly and so 

personally of God. He read Godôs 

Word straight from the Bible and I can tell 

you, I was totally confused after this and I 

could not wait to leave.   

Well my wife was the next to be saved and to 

give her life to Jesus. She said to me that I 

had to ask Jesus to forgive me my sins Ro-

mans 10:9, ñIf you confess with your mouth 

that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart 

that God raised him from the dead, you will 

be savedò. Now I had three people talking 

about the Lord Jesus Christ and the 

many wonderful miracles He has done and is 

still doing today. Hebrews13:8, ñJesus Christ 

is the same yesterday, today and foreverò. 

 

I got a Bible and after reading some of it 

I thought, what was I thinking? How could I 

have been so easily mislead. I was relying on 

what I had been told as a Catholic and just 

following blindly. I never read and investigat-

ed for myself and I was so surprised at what I 

was discovering about the true Word of 

God. It was teaching me how Jesus lived His 

life on earth and what an example He is to us. 

Receiving Jesus into our lives gives us com-

plete forgiveness when we repent. After all 

Jesus is the way to eternal life and if you do 

not know Him no amount of good deeds will 

get you into Heaven. Jesus died on the Cross 

already to achieve this. Call on Him today. 

Anyone can receive Him and His free gifts. 

You will receive forgiveness if you repent. 

You will have true peace in your heart and 

the gift of knowing that your salvation 

is secured. 

 

One February, Sunday morning (2012), while 

in the Church in Limerick, at the end of our 

service a visiting preacher asked if anyone 

would like to respond to God by giving their 

life to Jesus. I responded by going forward 

for prayer. The preacher put his hand on my 

shoulder and prayed with me as I asked Jesus 
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to save me. As I was praying the emotion 

and joy that I was feeling was tremendous. 

The tears were rolling down my face; my 

heart was filled with the love of Jesus right 

there and then. My whole body was just a 

mass of happiness and an overwhelming de-

sire to rejoice and praise Jesus for 

my salvation filled me. My fearful thoughts 

of going to Hell disappeared from that mo-

ment on. Jesus had set me free John 8:36 ñSo 

if the Son sets you free, you will be free in-

deedò. 

 

 Before that moment I thought that being 

at the birth of my children was the most 

wonderful thing I had ever experienced, but 

just try to imagine something so much more 

powerful, supernatural! When Jesus hears 

your cry for forgivenessðand He will if you 

mean it with all your heartðJesusô amazing 

truth will set you free from the pres-

sures, struggles and worries of your daily 

living. Read Mathew 11:28 ñCome to me 

all you who labour and are heavy laden and 

I will give you restò. Jesus did not punish me 

for all my sins, but gave His life willingly to 

die on the cross for everyoneôs sin so that 

whoever believes will not perish but have 

everlasting life.  

 

Jesus has changed my life forevermore and 

now I want to tell everyone about Him. Soon 

after God saved me, I put my testimony into 

a tract and gave it to most people that I 

metðfrom my dentist to old friends I had 

made during the years (I pulled pints in a 

pub ) as well as family members.  Within a 

few months of being saved I was on the high 

street of Limerick preaching the Gospel in 

the open air with other brothers. One of my 

great joys straight down until this very day 

has been to walk the streets of Limerick with 

a pack of Gospel tracts in hand and to share 

Godôs love with anyone who will listen. I am 

so burdened to see folk who were like með

blinded by Catholicismðcome in to the 

óglorious lightô, and as He leads me in the 

future I will continue to do this. You might 

think that I am brave to be able to go on the 

streets to evangelise or hand out tracts, but I 

must tell you that I do not have boldness in 

myself to do this. I pray and ask God to give 

me the boldness and He does. I ask Him to 

help me to not be ashamed to tell people that 

I am a born-again, blood-washed believer in 

Christ, and as I rely on Him, He gives me 

strength to speak to strangers, friends and 

family. 

Speaking of which, when God first saved me 

I was working in pubs. I had a reputation for 

being a very reliable and friendly publican 

and at one point I was given full responsibil-

ity for a top, popular pub in Limerick city. 

But after I met the Lord, and in the light of 

Godôs holiness, I felt that I could no longer 

do such a job. Resigning was my first big 

step of faith after taking that initial step to 

put my whole life in to Godôs hands. I knew 

it was right but that did not make it easy. I 

needed to work. In spite of any moments of 

fear or doubt, I resigned and was relieved 

that I took that step, but that step of faith was 

immediately tested.  

The phone rang and I was offered a job 

ópulling pintsô for just two days a week 

which would pay as much as I had earned in 

a week in the other job. Was it God or was it 

the Devil? Well, one of those two days was 

the Lordôs Day and it was very clear to me 
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from Godôs Word that I should make every 

effort to be in His house on His day and not in 

the devilôs house pulling pints, so as hard as it 

was to turn down the money, I said no again. 

From that day on, I knew I had to put my trust 

in the Lord to bring me work. He knew that I 

needed to support my family, and folks, I can 

honestly say, He has never let us down. I have 

had a few short and medium-term contracts, 

and some were very difficult work situations, 

but I have trusted God through them all, and 

He has shown me His divine protection and 

grace upon my life. Some situations I was in 

through work were not ósafeô yet He protected 

me and kept me. Now I am so grateful that 

God has given me work within walking dis-

tance from home in a place where I can put in 

a hard dayôs work. HE IS SO FAITHFUL. 

I also want to tell you about another change 

that Christ has made in my life. Rugby! It 

probably would not be too far from fact to say 

that I was the biggest Munster Rugby fan in 

Limerick. I even have a brick in Thomond 

Stadium with my name on it! Yes, I put mon-

ey, time and energy in to supporting Munster 

Rugby, and it fitted very well with my publi-

can job to be able to talk of scores and games 

with the pub clients. It added to my populari-

ty.  

After God saved me, I lost all taste or desire 

for Rugby. Now if you tell anyone who knew 

me that Pat is no longer interested in Rugby, 

they would not believe it. They might think 

you were talking about another Pat, for 

whether it was going to a live match or 

watching a match on the television, Rugby 

consumed me as a pastime. But that is exactly 

it: I no longer wanted to ópass timeô I want to 

REDEEM THE TIME. Ephesians 5:16 

says, ñRedeeming the time, because the days 

are evil.ò  

I also used to spend a lot of time watching TV 

but now I simply have no desire for it any-

more. John says, ñLittle children, keep your-

selves from idols.ò (1John 5:21). Some may 

call that legalism but I call it the Lord chang-

ing the very desires of the heart. Christ my 

Saviour is so precious that I want to study His 

Word, pray and tell others about Him.  

If any one of you reading this testimony, is 

struggling in your walk to grow as you ought 

to, may I encourage you to be free from 

this worldôs idols.  

Jesus has given me life and he can do the 

same for you. Believe and call on him. I know 

Jesus is the only one who will never let you 

down. Trust Jesus in all things AMEN.

(LCCôs favourite hymn) 
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Luke 5:5 ñAnd Simon answering said unto 

him, Master, we have toiled all the night, and 

have taken nothing: nevertheless at thy word I 

will let down the net.ò 

Gennesaret, also known as the Sea of Galilee, 

was the biggest fresh water lake in the land of 

Israel. In this passage in Luke, Christ is at the 

edge of the lake of Gennesaret and the crowds 

of people are in around Him as He preaches 

on the shore. Of the 12 Disciples He chose to 

serve with Him more had been fishermen than 

any other profession. These fishermen would 

have been hard-working, rough, hands-on, 

working-class, men. This was the early stage 

of Christôs ministry and it was with such and 

amongst such that He chose to labour.  

From verse one of our text, we see that Christ 

was preaching the Word of God. He, Christ, 

the living Word of Godðwalking in fleshð

preached the written Word of God. What a 

contrast to the Church of our generation 

which places such a low value on the Word of  

 

 

 

God. Contemporary revivalists and revivals 

set the written Word aside but the fact is that 

when you find the living Christ in the real 

Church the teaching of the scriptures are em-

phasized. When God was manifest in the flesh 

He preached the written Word of God and He 

prayed. He was in every prayer meeting.  

Christ, standing at the lake, preaching, finds 

that the people were hungry to hear the Word 

of Godðthey ópressed upon Himô. These 

hard-working people; working to make ends 

meet, were desperate to hear the Word of 

God. We long to see this in our city! And I 

wish we saw it amongst those who call them-

selves Christians. When people are desperate-

ly hungry and thirsty for God, and when 

Christ is revealed in and by His Word, God 

can work miracles. We as a church need to 

press in upon Christ. ñFeed us! Speak to 

my heart. I cannot manage this week unless 

you meet with me.ò  

Christ was standing with His back to the sea 

and they were crowding in around Him in 

such a manner that He could hardly get space 

to teach. But in verse 2 it says that He saw 

two ships. It also says that, the ñfishermen 

were gone out of them, and were washing 

their nets.ò This was the morning time and 

these fishermen had just been out on night 

duty. If you know anything about fishing you 

know that after you have been out fishing, if

Luke 5:1 -10  
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you do not wash the nets, they will rot and 

break. So here were these fishermen, out of 

their boats, most likely smelling of fish but 

certainly soaked in water, with nothing to 

show for their nightôs labour, yet they must 

wash their nets. Simon Peter was one of these 

fishermen who had toiled all night long to 

bring in a draft of fish, but they had not 

brought in one single fish. They had done 

everything they knew to do to bring in a draft 

of fish yet they had none.  

Always note where the Disciples are when 

Christ comes to them, and what they are do-

ing. He comes to speak to them when they are 

cleaning the nets; preparing to go out 

againðmaybe that night. Even though they 

had nothing to show for a nightôs labour they 

were planning to go out again. Even though 

they were exhausted from the nightôs labour 

they were going to head out once more. It is 

natural to be tired when you have worked 

through a long, cold night. We can be like 

these fishermen: we can be tired from labour-

ing long with nothing to show for it. ñI have 

preached to my family. I have prayed for my 

family. I have witnessed to my neighbours. I 

have given them gospel tracts. I have shared 

with them. I have fasted. I have done every-

thing I know to do yet where are they? My net 

is empty.ò What it our response? What should 

our response be? ñLet us wash the nets in or-

der that we might go out once more!ò Peter, 

James and John sat there cleaning empty nets 

as the son of God stood teaching the people. 

Cleaning and listening. Working and listen-

ing; hearing the Word of God whilst working. 

There are some jobs that do not distract you 

from hearing the Word of God. You can listen 

and pray whilst you work. Hereôs Peter, 

cleaning because he is going out fishing 

again. Nobody likes an empty net but this 

fisherman of many years knows he should 

prepare to go out again. ñEven if it means 

going out another night and coming back with 

empty nets again, thatôs fine. I will just clean 

it again, and go out againéò This reveals the 

heart of this fisherman.  

Josephus, a Jewish historian, says that on that 

lake at that time there were about 230 ships, 

yet we are told in verse 2 that Christ sees just 

two of those many boats; two little fishing 

boats and Christ saw theméGod sees us. 

Thank God he sees you, your home, your job, 

your situation, your family. Christ knows ex-

actly what has happened. This is very signifi-

cant. ñAnd he entered into one of the 

shipséò (v3). Christ just gets in and com-

mandeers the ship. There are times we do not 

expect Christ to get into our boat. There are 

times He does things you did not even ask 

Him to do, because He has a plan.  

At this point, Peter was already saved; he 

knew the Lord, but he was not yet an apostle. 

He was not even thinking of ministry; he was 

just thinking of making ends meet. He had not 

received the call of God yet. He had to go out 

and work for a living. He had to work whilst 

listening to a sermon because the pressure 

was on. No fishðno money, so he will have 

to go out again late at night. He will have to 

leave his wife in bedðand its worth noting 

that Peter was married. He is listening here to 

the sermon whilst he is finishing his work and 

may be planning to rush home to bed to get 

some sleep. Yet Christ gets into his boat. 

ñAnd he entered into one of the ships, which 

was Simonôs.ò Who is in charge of the fishing 

company? Who is in charge of this little busi-

ness? Simon is. He can get everyone to work 
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together. He makes sure all the men know 

what they are doing, but now Christ is getting 

into his boat. Christ is going to take over.  

We read that Jesus ñéprayed him that he 

would thrust out a little from the land.ò 

Christ positioned Himself just perfectly:  He 

sat down in the boat, just a little way from the 

shore, so that the crowd could no longer 

ópress upon Himô, yet the water would aid the 

sound of His voice to travel to all their ears. 

Notice that Christ has gone from standing on 

the shore to sitting in Peterôs boat. Now 

Christ is speaking to Simon Peter very per-

sonally and the sermon is becoming more 

intimate to Peter.  

Have a look at this scene. All the nets are 

lying about empty but Christ is there. Do you 

know that you can have Christ in your boat 

but your nets can be empty? Empty nets do 

not mean that Christ is not in your boat, or 

that He is not speaking to you, or that He 

does not see you, or hear your prayers. Never 

think that. Christ does get into empty boats. 

ñLord, what harvest do I have after all this 

labour? a whole night of labour? I wish I had 

a boat overflowing with fish, then you could 

get in.ò No, Christ gets in when that boat is 

empty. He gets in when you are exhausted 

and ready for bed and He says, ñJust push the 

boat out a little.ò  

Now the Word has come close to Peter. He is 

no longer sitting a far off cleaning his nets. In 

the same way, we no longer just sit in the 

congregation hearing from afar, but the ser-

mon becomes very personal. We do not know 

what text Jesus was preaching from, but we 

do know that it was from the Bible, because 

He was preaching ñthe Word of God.ò What-

ever the message was, we know that it was a 

message for Peter; for his circumstances; a 

message which applied very practically to 

him. Peter may have been thinking, ñHeôs 

preaching to me! This is the very message 

that I needed to hear. He does not know what 

He is doing to me!ò Even though Jesus, the 

greatest teacher on Earth, was preaching to 

the crowd, He was also preaching to Peter 

personally.  

When Jesus had 

finished His 

message to the 

people, He 

spoke to Simon 

Peter. ñNow 

when he had 

left speaking, 

he said unto 

Simonéò (v4). 

J e s u s  h a d 

taugh t  t he 

Word of God, but that was not sufficient. He 

got into Simonôs boat and spoke to Simon 

specifically and personally. ñI know exactly 

how you spent your night. I see your empty 

nets. I also see you have washed and prepared 

them to go out again. I see it all!ò Then He 

says to Simon Peter, very personally, 
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 ñLaunch out into the deep, and let down your 

nets for a draught.ò Notice in verse 3 previ-

ously He had said, ñéthrust out a little from 

the landò because He was still preaching a 

general sermon. Now he says, ñLaunch out 

into the deepéò Christ is saying, ñWe are 

going somewhere. I am taking you some-

where. I am not satisfied that you hear 

preaching and teaching only. I am not satis-

fied that you sit here hearing a theological 

message. I am taking you out somewhere. I 

am going to make the Word of God very 

personal to you, in your business, in your life 

this week.ò Christ wants to deal with him, 

personally. Notice it is the wrong time of 

day and this is a carpenter commandeer-

ing a fishing boat. Christ is about to tell 

maybe one of the most experienced fisher-

men on that lake (maybe in that generation), 

how to run his business. This man, who made 

tables and doors, is now going to instruct an 

expert how to fish. It was the wrong time of 

the day because you do not go out fishing 

when the sun is shiningðyou are supposed 

to go out at night when the fish cannot see 

you coming. It is also the wrong depth of 

water. You should fish in the shallow water, 

not the deep water. An expert would stay in 

the shallow where all the fish are feeding, but 

Christ wants him to launch out into the deep 

water. ñIôm taking you somewhere...I am 

going to do something so impossible that you 

will know this is me working in your life. I 

am going to take you somewhere where it is 

very deep and where you will think nothing 

can happen; nothing has happened and noth-

ing will happen, and that is when I am going 

to do a miracle in your life.ò 

Christ is now taking the sermon and applying 

it to the life of Peter. It is the wrong time of 

day. It is the wrong depth of water. The one 

without expertise is teaching the expert. 

Many Christians think that they know better 

than the Carpenter. We all think we know 

better. ñWell, Iôll do it Lord, because I know 

it is you, but I know nothing is going to hap-

pen. I have done everything I am meant to do 

but I do not have anything to show after a 

nightôs labour.ò 

Notice that Christ says to Simon Peter, ñlet 

down your netséò Nets: plural. ñéfor a 

draught.ò Let down the nets, for what? to 

play games? to bring up more empty nets? 

Notice Christôs words, ñfor a draughtò. 

Christ is saying, ñWe are going fishing Pe-

ter.ò Can you imagine Peterôs shock? He 

would have thought, ñI have worked these 

waters all night and there is nothing to show 

for itéò We likewise say, ñI have preached 

my family inside out. I have prayed and 

prayed and prayed. I am tired. I do not know 

what else to do. Lord, if you were going to 

move in them, you would have done it by 

now. They have heard everything they need 

to hear and there is no change. If it was going 

to happen, it would have happened by now. 

If God was going to answer our prayers, He 

would have done it by now. If that Gospel 

tract was going to reach them, it would have 

done it by now. If my testimony was going to 

change them it would have done it by now.ò 

Does that mean it is over?  

Christ tells us to launch out into the deep and 

cast the nets out for a draught. It may seem 

to be the wrong time, the wrong place, the 

wrong method, the wrong instructoréthis 

situation is getting worse! Peter must have 

thought, ñChrist is giving me a lecture on 

how to fish. He wants me to go further. I 
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have done everything I know to do yet, He 

wants it to become more impossible, more 

ridiculous, and more illogical.ò This contra-

dicted everything of Peterôs past experience. 

Everything he knew, everything he had been 

taught, everything he had practised for years 

and now Christ is asking him to contradict all 

the natural training. Christ is cutting right 

through it all. Peterôs experience last night 

must have been weighing on him. That stain 

and stink of salt water was in his skin as well 

as his cloths, yet Christ says, ñThrow out the 

nets.ò  

Peter might have responded, ñWhat? Here 

Master? Are you sure?ò whilst thinking to 

himself, if it was going to happen it would 

have happened by now. Some people were 

probably on the shore laughing at this strange 

spectacle of an experienced local fisherman 

obeying a carpenter who tells him to go out 

where itôs deep under the heat of the sun and 

to cast out their nets.  

Can you imagine Peterôs thoughts? Are you in 

his boat right now? What is Peter going to do? 

Look at verse 5, ñAnd Simon answering said 

unto him, Master, we have toiled all the night, 

and have taken nothing: nevertheless at thy 

word I will let down the net.ò Notice here, 

this is the first time that Christ is called, 

óMasterô. Only Luke uses this word óMasterô 

in reference to Christ. There are many heart 

dealings when the Master is around. Nobody 

escapes when the Master is in control. He 

commandeered that fishing boat and I want to 

tell you that He will commandeer your life. 

He will step into your workplace; into your 

family; into your church. Every church, 

workplace and family is a fishing boat. 

Christ turned that fishing boat into a pulpit 

and preached from it. Christ does the same 

today. He steps into our pulpits; into our 

churches and makes them a fishing boat. He 

wants LCC to be a fishing boat. This is our 

boat saints.  

Christ says, ñLetôs go out againéò and in 

Peterôs answer to the Master, we see that he 

must have been thinking that Christ did not 

understand, just as we tend to think, óthe 

preacher does not understandô. We can think 

that the preacherôs messages are idealistic. 

What has become of them? All this preaching 

and what has come of the messages? Where is 

it? We have heard the sermons, the teachings, 

the sermonettes; we have read the books and 

leaflets but our nets are empty, so what are we 

going to do now? We will clean the nets. That 

is where it begins. That is where Christ will 

find you and come to you. 

Peter knows that Christ has just taught the 

Word of God and that it is truth, but it would 

seem that he had reasoned that Christ was not 

a fisherman and concluded that Christ could 

not possibly understand the circumstances, so 

he decided to inform Him. Even though Peter 

calls Him, ñMaster,ò he still feels that he 

needs to educate Christ on some facts. We do 

this. We say, ñMaster, you are in control of 

my life but you ask me to do things that just 

do not make sense, so I need to inform youé 

ñMaster, we have toiled [which means to 

work to the point of exhaustion, tiredness] all 

the night, and have taken nothing: neverthe-

less at thy word I will let down the net.ò   

ñDo you realize, Master, we have been here; 

done that.ò Peter has no expectation. ñI am 

going to do the right thing, because you say to 

do it. I am still going to pray. I am still going 

to witness. I will still give somebody a tract 
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 along the way, but our nets are empty and no 

one has got saved. ñLord, so far you havenôt 

saved anyone through me. But I will still be 

at the meetings. I will still do the right things. 

We will still pray for our loved ones. We will 

still pray for our families. I will go tracting, 

but Master, just so you know: we did already 

do everything, and have nothingðzilch, ze-

roðto show for it! Just so you know. But I 

am going to obey you.ò  

Peter said, ñnevertheless at thy word I will let 

down the netòðsingularðnote that. But in 

verse 4, Christ had told Peter to let down the 

ñnetsòðplural. Christ is saying that we are 

going to bring in a harvest because HE is in 

the boat, He is in the midst of us, He is in our 

lives, but we doubt Him and only partly obey. 

It is possible to believe yet have unbelief in 

you. We do believe Him, desire Him, we do 

love Him, we do want to do what HE says, 

but our feelings and questions; our night of 

experience and of failures; of toiling without 

fruitéthis backdrop of questions, thoughts, 

and feelings causes us to óplay it safeô. We 

donôt want to disobey Christ, so we let down 

the ónetôðjust in case. We reason ourselves 

out of letting down the nets. ñJohn! James! 

Come and help me with the NET!òðñThe 

Master wonôt notice. We are obeying Him.ò  

Then we read, ñAnd when they had this done, 

they inclosed a great multitude of fishes: and 

their net brake. (5:6). The Greek here means 

that the net began to break; it was straining. 

Now if Peter had simply obeyed he would not 

have had this problem, but he knew better 

than Christ. We would never say that we 

know better than God; we would not imag-

ine putting that on our lips, but by the way 

we act and respond to Him and His Word 

we show that we do think like this. Oh yes, 

we throw out the ñnetò just to be sure, only to 

find that there is a GREAT harvest of fish, at 

the wrong time, in the wrong place, just as 

the Carpenter saidéeverything contradicts 

our experience of years.  

Then we read, ñAnd they beckoned unto their 

partners, which were in the other ship, that 

they should come and help them. And they 

came, and filled both the ships, so that they 

began to sinkò (5:7).  

Peter had to call for the other boat to help 

them pull in the great draft of fish. Saints, I 

am believing for a move of God that our 

church will not be able to hold the fish. I 

hope we have to call on other churches. 

ñCome over and help us! Too 

many converts! Thereôs a 

revival in Limerick! Preach-

ers! Come and help us! Is 

there another church that can 

help us? Do you want 100 

converts? If we donôt get rid 

of some of these fish, this 

boat is going to sink!ò We 

are told that both boats began 

to sink! Oh to have such a 

day saints! We cannot lose the vision of the 

day when our boats, our churches, are going 

to be overflowing with the harvest of fish that 

have come in.   

Saints I am talking of reality here. Of our life; 

our experience, of all that we go through. 

Peter is a type of the rank and file believer. 

The hard-working man, coming into the 

church service, who can hardly settle to think 

of it all because he is pulled in so many dif-

ferent directions. But God is preparing a life 

that is going to walk with Him. We may have

empty nets right now after a long night, but it 

will not always be that way if we listen to 

Christ. More than a sermonða personal en-

counter with Christ where He deals with my 

heart. CHRIST DOES NOT DESPISE 

EMPTY NETS! It does not mean that Christ 

is not in your boat, or in your life, if your nets 

are empty. Hear me, CLEAN YOUR NETS! 

When you get home, get alone somewhere 

and clean your nets. We are going on. We are 

going a-fishing. This is the biggest fresh wa-

ter lake I can find around here! Look at itða 

whole city. LIMERICK . We do not need to 

drive somewhere. We live on the doorstep, 

the banks of this Sea of Galilee. We have 

been fishing here all night. We have our own 

experiences in our families. Where have you 

been fishing? How have you been fishing? 

Maybe we need to go out deeper? 

Those boats were almost sinking and we read, 

ñFor he was astonished, and all that were 

with him, at the draught of the fishes which 

they had takenò (5:9). Who was this who was 

astonished? It was Peter. In verse 8 we read, 

ñWhen Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at 

Jesusô knees, saying, Depart from me; for I 

am a sinful man, O Lordò (5:8).  

Why was he so astonished? Why does Peter 

think he is a sinful man? Because he had 

thrown out a net and not nets. He was doing 

the right thing but not with the whole heart. 

He was there but not totally there. He heard 

the preaching but it was not a reality. He lost 

his expectation. He was cleaning his net to go 

out again but he didnôt know if he was going 

to catch fish. Something was revealed of Pe-

terôs heart. Do you realize what God is doing 

in our hearts? God cares more about the 

FISHERMEN than just a harvest of fish. God 

is dealing with the Fishermen and Fisher-

women.  He is doing something in us to bring 

us to a place where He can do a miracleða 

miracle! This is way beyond all of our efforts, 

all of our prayers, all our power, all our past 

experienceéwe are looking for a miracle that 

none of us has seen the like of and which 

none of us can produce. 

A miracle catch of fish cannot be said to be 

the result of Peterôs hard work. Nobody will 

be able to say that we all united and got to-

gether and worked hardéoh no! Peter had 

been brought to the end of himself. Peter in 

this situation sees his own sinful heart. He is a 

converted man. He is a man who is going to 

be greatly used of God so God deals with his 

heart through the catching of these fish. Peter 

gets to a place where he asks Christ to depart 

from him. He felt that Christ should not even 

be in his boat. ñI donôt listen to you as I 

ought; I was not taking you fully seriously! I 

donôt deserve this. I hear the Word and I say 

that I believe it, yet I look at my heart and I 

am partially obeying you. I am doing enough 

to get by, but I do not take you seriously. De-

part from me, Master. I am not worthy to 

have you in my boat. You have done some-

thing beyond anything I could think, imagine  

or express.ò 

Peter knew it was an issue of sin. Do you 

realize that a night of toil without fish can 

bring you to a place where God can reveal 

what is really in your heart? Do you realize 

that all the labours, the frustration and the 

tiredness can bring you to a place where God 

can reveal something of your heart and life?  

They were, ñastonishedò. When God really 

moves, we will be astonished! We will not be 

saying that this was our hard praying (and we 
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know that prayer is necessary and vital); we 

will not be able to say, ñOh, that was Keithôs 

preaching.ò Or ñThat was because of the guys 

were going out to evangelizeéò We will not 

say any of that. We are being brought to a 

place where we realize that what God is go-

ing to do will not be the fruit of all of that. 

We must clean the nets; we must push the 

boat out and go out again, but what God 

wants to do in this church, none of us can 

accomplish. In the realization of this, we go, 

ñOh God! Depart from me!ò  

We are looking for such a work in this church 

in order that there will be no pride! It will not 

be man rising up and claiming, ñI have creat-

ed this,ò or ñI have done something for God!ò 

When God moves in this church, we will be 

in the altar weeping, broken, the first on our 

faces, saying, ñOh God! I didnôt even believe 

that you were going to do it! I didnôt believe 

you could do it! Oh yes, I was in the prayer 

meeting and yes, I handed out the Gospel 

tractéò When God really moves, we will not 

be lifted up to a position of pride, but we will 

get down on our faces, dashed to the ground 

in the dust, at the feet of Jesus, acknowledg-

ing that HE has done it, and knowing that He 

should not even have looked at our boat.  

ñAnd so was also James, and John, the sons 

of Zebedee, which were partners with Simon. 

And Jesus said unto Simon, Fear not; from 

henceforth thou shalt catch menò (5:10).   

They were ALL astonished. John, James, 

Peterðthey were all astonished. None of 

these men were in ministry. These are the 

men who are yet to be commissioned to evan-

gelize the world. They are sitting in utter 

shockðdumbstruck. They must have just 

managed to voice, ñI cannot believe what we 

have seen. I cannot believe what we are in the 

midst of.ò They were in awe. They knew 

what they were in their own hearts.  

Christ said to them, ñFear not; from hence-

forth thou shalt catch men.ò What was this all 

about? Was it about fish? a job? a boat? No, it 

was not about any of that. It was about the 

catching of souls for Eternity. It was about 

men and women being snatched out of the 

Kingdom of Satan.  

Peter asks Christ to depart from him because 

of the way he acted; the way he listened and 

the way he obeyed, but Christ says, ñDonôt 

fear! I am here. I am not departing; I am not 

getting out of your boat, but I want you to go 

and catch men and when you do to remember 

the lesson you have learnt here in these nets.ò 

We know what happened after this in Peterôs 

life: he declared to Jesus that he would die for 

Him, but instead he falls asleep in a prayer 

meeting, cuts off a manôs ear and denies Him 

three timesðoh what love is in Peter! Did 

Peter hear the Sermon on the Mount? ñLove 

thy enemy!ò He followed Christ afar off 

when Christ was on trial. He went to the fire 

of the world to warm his hands. What a fail-

ureðwhat an empty net! After all the teach-
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ing, the ministry and the fellowship with 

Christ this is still in Peter. In the life of Peter 

we see this mark of partial obedience that was 

revealed when he threw out only one net.   

What is the sum total of your Christian life? 

All this teaching and you cannot even keep up 

with it! Look at Peter. He went back to his 

fishing nets because he so badly failed Christ. 

We are 

told that 

when 

Peter 

went a-

fishing, 

all the rest 

went with 

him. ñHey 

guys, we are not made for this. This spiritual 

catching of fish is not for us.ò Peter must 

have said, ñI tried to follow the Master. I tried 

to understand His message. I tried my best. I 

tried to make the Cross real in my life, but 

Iôm going back to my nets and I am going to 

stay there.ò His whole band of helpers went 

with himéBUTéChrist came to them. We 

are told again ñéand that night they caught 

nothing.ò  

We are then told, ñBut when the morning was 

now come, Jesus stood on the shore: but the 

disciples knew not that it was Jesus. Then 

Jesus saith unto them, Children, have ye any 

meat? They answered him, No. And he said 

unto them, Cast the net on the right side of the 

ship, and ye shall find. They cast therefore, 

and now they were not able to draw it for the 

multitude of fishesò (Jn.21:4-6). Christ did it 

again.  

When they were come to land with the great 

catch, He said ócome and dineô. They could 

see He had a fire burning on which He had 

the fish cooking with bread prepared, waiting 

for them. Again Christ deals with Peterôs 

heart. I want you to notice here in John 21 

that there is a play on words in the Greek lan-

guage that is not revealed in our English ver-

sion. The word agape means to love with 

Godôs love. Phileo means to love with natural 

human sentiment. But both Greek words are 

translated as óloveô in our English in this pas-

sage.  

ñPeter, do you óagapeô me?ò ñYes, Lord, I 

óphileoô you!ò 

ñThat is not what I asked. Do you agape me?ò 

ñYes, Lord, you know I phileo you.ò 

ñI didnôt ask that. Peter, do you phileo me?ò 

ñYes, Master. You know I phileo you.ò ñGo 

and feed my sheep!ò Within days, weeks, 

Peter is in a prayer meeting in an upper room. 

What was Peter doing in the Upper Room? 

After all that he had done and been through, 

what is he doing in a prayer meeting? After 

all that failure, what is he doing in that 10-day 

prayer meeting in Jerusalem? He was clean-

ing the nets and from that cleaning before he 

could realize it, he stands up with the other 11 

on the day of Pentecost and 3,000 converts 

come in.   

Do not be dominated by what you have expe-

rienced so far. He is going to shock us. We 

cannot accomplish it. Even though we have 

done our best, 

we must do 

more. We must 

clean our nets.  

We must go out 

once moreé

 At the end of September 

2014, we had the 

privilege of having Wolframm, Evi and Kristin 

Klemm, from Saxony, Germany, visit us. That summer 

time, Wolframm, (seen here on the left with Keith) was 

passing through a period of severe back painða 

problem which had plagued him for many years, and 

which had grown very accute in recent times. We had 

asked him to preach but as the time approached he still 

had not booked his ticket although his wife and daughter 

had. Then just 2 weeks before the trip, we received an 

email to say that Wolframm had booked and would indeed be able to make it as he had been 

miraculously healed during a time of worship in his home church, where he is an elder. 

Wolframm stood in LCC to testify of what happened....Just 3 Sunday mornings before he 

visited LCC, as he was woshipping in the meeting his back was so bad that he had to sit. He 

then heard the still small voice of the Lord tell him to, ñstand upò then to, ñstraighten up.ò He 

had not been able to straighten his back for many years, in spite of many treatments.

The best way to describe the years leading up 

to that wonderful day of meeting Christ, is to 

compare it to the Emmaus road story found 

in Luke, chapter 24. The two Disciples walk-

ing the road to Emmaus walked for the 

equivalent of 11 kilometres and for most of 

that time Christ walked with them; even 

teaching them about himself: ñAnd beginning 

at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded 

unto them in all the scriptures the things con-

cerning himselfò (Luke 24:27) yet they did 

not know who he was until later that evening 

when at Emmaus they sat and ate together: 

ñas he sat at meat with them, he took bread, 

and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them. 

And their eyes were opened, and they knew 

himò (v. 30 &31). This account is a parallel 

to my life in Christ.  

One of my earliest memories (I was probably 

4 years old) is of being in church with my 

family. The six of us filled a whole pewðit 

seemed a long row of people to me. I was on 

the ground, picking up something like a 

hymn book whilst being very quiet and well 

behaved (as we always were), yet I became 

suddenly very aware of what the minister was 

saying.  At that moment a question popped in 

to my mind and I had to ask it, right then and 

there, very loudly, ñIS THAT GOD, MUM-

MY?ò As you may imagine, there were rip-

ples of laughter, which did not deter me from 

further seeking an answer from my mother.  

What sparked that question at that moment? 

It may have had something to do with the fact 

that the Presbyterian minister stood there in a 

raised pulpit, dressed in a great black robe, 

reading from the Scriptures in a very respect-

ful tone. Whatever the spark; the desire to 

know who God was, was awakened that day 

in my little heart and a few years later, as my 

ninth Christmas approached, I remember 

distinctly asking for a Bible for Christmas. 

(Normally, we did not ask for anything, but I 

must have guessed that it would be okay to 

ask for a Bible!) Somewhere in between 

these years, I remember getting ready for bed 

one evening and asking God if I would feel 

any different if He made me clean, but I was 

not sure from what it was that I was to be 

made clean...?  

My mother was a Ladies Bible Study teacher, 

and in the 1970s she began to teach on the 

Holy Spirit. She would always teach us at 

home what she taught her ladies. I loved 

these lessons so much. I was younger than 10 

then, but I knew that I needed a church which 

believed in the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Around this time, our family left the Presby-

terian Church and we started to attend a new 

Charismatic church. I went to a childrenôs 

group at the Baptist church, then later a youth 

group at the Methodist church, until I was at 

University where I 

attended the College 

Christian Union. I 

went everywhere 

looking for God. I 

had much zeal.  

Paul writes, (and 

please allow me to 

replace the word 

óIsraelô with Charis-
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matic Christians) ñBrethren, my heart's de-

sire and prayer to God for [Charismatic 

Christians] is, that they might be saved. For I 

bear them record that they have a zeal of 

God, but not according to knowledge (Rom 

10:1-2). I did not yet óknowô Christ, accord-

ing to the knowledge of the written scrip-

tures; I did not know Him intimately. 

When I went to first year of University, after 

we had written assessment tests, I was told 

not to bother to attend most of the lectures, 

but to simply write the exams at the end of 

the year, so I had a lot of free time. By that 

time our church had a Bible College, so I 

gave all that free study time (when I wasnôt 

practising the violin, piano or oboe) to attend 

courses in the Bible College.  But I was, 

ñEver learning, and never able to come to 

the knowledge of the truth.ò (2Tim 3:7) 

One vital, fundamental piece was missing 

from my theological puzzle. I had grown up 

around a strong Christian influence all those 

years thinking I was basically good. It was 

stamped on my very being. I received the 

impression that I did not need to be radically 

ósavedô like sinners out in the world because 

I was raised in a Christian home, and by the 

worldôs standards I was a good girl. I was a 

very diligent, self-disciplined, dedicated, hard

-working student who 

gave up much for the 

demands of learning 

several musical in-

struments, and sever-

al other óextra-muralô 

activities. The fact 

that I was a sinner 

with a desperately 

wicked heart in 

need of a Saviour, 

did not seem to 

apply to me per-

sonally. That was 

only for thieves 

and murderers. 

Nevertheless, like 

the two disciples 

on the Road to 

Emmaus I walked 

on. I walked faithfully to Sunday School and 

to church. I walked faithfully to Student 

Christian Association (SCA) at school, no 

matter how much I was teased or mocked for 

attending. When school friends invited me to 

questionable parties, I walked away. I walked 

faithfully to Worship groups. I walked to any 

youth group or Bible study I could find 

where I thought I might learn more about 

God. I used to sit with my Bible and cry, 

ñWhy canôt I understand what this is saying, 

God? Please teach me.ò But He would seem 

so far away.  

If you had met me in my 20s you would have 

been given the strong impression that I was a 

good Christian. I particularly loved Proverbs 

and it was often said of me that óshe has wis-

dom beyond her yearsô. I saw many answers 

to prayer and took my musical gifts and lifeôs 

privileges very seriously and prayerfully. 

When still in High School I was earning 

money from playing music and I tithed very 

faithfully on all my earnings. I was granted a 

scholarship to study at University which basi-

cally paid me to go to University for an Hon-

ours Degree in Music, and during these years 

I built up thriving music ventures and busi-

nesses. All the while, God came first. I gave 

all my Sundays to the church and was faith-

fully at every worship team practice on time. 
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Paul writing to the Corinthians says, ñAnd 

every man that striveth for the mastery is 

temperate in all things. Now they do it to 

obtain a corruptible crown; but we an incor-

ruptible.ò (1Co 9:25)  I was that temperate 

person. I had striven for the mastery in music 

and had obtained many, many worldly 

crowns, but that most important incorruptible 

crown was not mine yet.  

By my late 20s most of my friends had immi-

grated, two of my brothers had immigrated, 

and a third brother had lived in the UK for 5 

years, but had returned. Immigration was the 

order of our age, yet I was content and happy 

to stay in South Africa. I had been involved 

in some amazing projects involving music for 

the disadvantaged, so it was not in my 

thoughts to move from South Africa. Until 

one evening when I received a call from a 

British man, recommending me to a job in 

Cork, Ireland. This gentleman had heard 

about my work and had been out to SA to 

spend a day with me. Some months later, he 

was asked to help a Music College in Cork, 

find a new Head of Strings, so he phoned me 

to tell me that he believed I should apply. 

After speaking to him, I  phoned my mother 

straight away. ñMum, whereôs Cork?ò That 

was 16 years ago, and all I can say is, I cer-

tainly know where Cork is now, but more 

certainly, I know that at the time it seemed 

that I was moving to Ireland for a career 

move, but really God was moving me, to 

position me to be in a place where I could 

really meet Him and have my lifeôs long 

walk come óto Emmausôða place where 

my eyes would be opened.  

I found a church to attend in Cork and one 

day a man came to teach a course called, The 

School of Christ, at the church; a course 

which ran daily from 7a.m. through until the 

evening time. My work place was right next 

door to the church, so in between lectures and 

orchestra practices, I would pop in to the 

church to hear what was being taught. The 

Director of this school was using some DVDs 

of a man called, B.H. Clendennen, who was 

teaching, and all I can tell you is that I wept 

from start to finish during of most of those 

lessons. I knew, that I knew, that I knew, I 

was hearing Truth for the very first time. That 

spark became a burning in my heart, just as 

those disciples on the road to Emmaus. ñDid 

not our heart burn within us, while he 

talked with us by the way, and while he 

opened to us the scriptures?ò (Luke 24:32) 

so I booked in to the very next full time 

School (and the next, and the nexté) that I 

could attend during my holidays. As it hap-

pens, I was a student at every SOC ever run 

in Ireland. 

It was at a February School, in Limerick, in 

2006, that is now marked as my Emmaus 

moment. It was the second day of the week, 

and we had just had a day of teaching on The 

Blood of Jesus. We went down to evening 

prayer meeting and my heart was burdened 

and heavy with the weight of what I had 

learned that day. For the first time God 

showed me my heart. He showed me the real-

ity of what a dark and stinking heart I had. 

Not the pure and lovely heart of which I had 

always had the impression, or given the im-

pressionðbut the true nature of my heart. As 

Jeremiah says, ñThe heart is deceitful above 

all things, and desperately wicked: who can 

know it?ò (Jeremiah 17:9).  I can tell you that 

the carpet where I knelt to pray was sodden 
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with my tears, because for the very first time 

in my life, I saw that desperate wickedness 

and I met the Man of Calvary. In those mo-

ments (it was actually over an hour but 

seemed like a brief moment) it was just God 

and me. I knew for the first time that it was 

MY sin that had ñheld Him thereò.  

At the close of the prayer meeting the Direc-

tor said that there were some students who 

were looking for the Baptism of the Holy 

Ghost, and some who were looking for a 

fresh touch of God, and if that were the case 

we should stand up or step forward and he 

would come and pray with us. Now I did not 

think I needed the Baptism, because I had 

learnt (incorrectly) that we óreceive the bap-

tism of the Spiritô when we were baptized in 

water. I was baptized in water in my teens, 

and I had óspoken in tonguesôðor so I 

thoughtðfor years. But I did want a fresh 

touch from the Lord, so I stood straight away, 

lifted my hands and continued to worship the 

Lord. I was so filled with Him. I had just met 

Him. My heart was full and my lips were 

overflowing with praise.  

Unexpectedly the Director came over to me 

and laid his hands on my head and began to 

pray. He prayed some things that only the 

Lord knew. I knew it was the Lord speaking 

in the prayer. Then he began to ask God to 

baptize me in the Spirit and I thought, ñHe 

doesnôt know I am already baptized, but I 

will take whatever the Lord has for me.ò But 

in the next minute, I experienced a true Bibli-

cal baptism in the Holy Ghost. It was as if 

someone had poured oil over my head and 

out of my mouth a language began to pour 

out! It was not like the ótongueô I had previ-

ously when I had just a few words, which 

rather sounded like familiar Latin to me, but 

it was a language which poured out of my 

belly (my inner being). I knew  I was adoring 

my Lord and Saviour. Little did I realize that 

this was God giving me the very vital power 

for service I would need, because within the 

next 4 months, my life was to change direc-

tion totally, as that School of Christ Director, 

Keith Malcomson, was to ask me to be his 

bride and walk by his side, which meant leav-

ing my career, my town, my very special 

house which I had built, my friends and my 

worldly dreams. But HE IS NO FOOL 

WHO GIVES WHAT HE CANNOT 

KEEP TO GAIN WHAT HE CANNOT 

LOSEðnone of those things are a loss in the 

light of what I have gained in Christ and this 

walk with Him. I thank God for bringing me 

to Ireland, not just because it is where I met 

the love of my life (Keith), but chiefly be-

cause it is where I met the Man of Calvary. 

Now my heart burns to see others who are 

walking that long Emmaus road, have their 

eyes opened too.  

When I look back at all lifeôs experiences, I 

see how perfectly God has prepared my heart 

and skills for this labour for Him. My praying 

parents prayed every morning, ñLord, devel-

op them all to the fullest of their potential.ò 

Now I can see Godôs hand upon my life to 

develop me to the full for HIM. To God be 

the Glory.  
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At LCCôs Special Anniversary Service, 2014, we had the 

privilege of ministry from and fellowship with  pastor 

Gary and Hilary Anderson. Gary and Hilary founded 

Lisnadill Full Gospel Fellowship, in county Armagh, over 

20 years ago, and have seen countless answers to prayer 

for healing and miraculous delivery. But above all, we 

honour this couple for their godly example as evidenced in 

the next Anderson generations. Gary and Hilary have 

raised two God-fearing sons (Mark and Craig) who them-

selves have God-fearing and beautiful families.
