irish Ghurch History

Ireland has a rich and excitinggal Christian history, which is often obscured, al-
tered, or rewritten, to give the appearance that Rome was entirely responsible for t
missionary endeavours of the first millennium. However, the church at Rome (t
Catholic Church) did not step a foot on Irish soil until long after a very sound ar
real biblical church was established in Ireland. This church is often referred to now
the Celtic Churchand it was from this true Irish Church, that pioneer missionarie
went out all over the British Isles and Europe, taking with them the true gospel, &
leaving in their trail, hundreds of gospel churches, and tens of thousands of Chr
loving families. We would like to introduce you to one such missionary pioneer b
first let us recap a little.

Let us remember that the first missionary pioneer to Ireland was Patrick,
about 432AD, which was more than 160 years before the first Catholic missions
(Augustine of Canterbury) was sent from Rome to England, in 597AD. As early
566AD the Catholic Church at Rome considered the Irish Church to be troubleso
and divisive. Until the middle of the seventh century it was said that the Irish Churc
fihad one head, Chri st , and one | ead
eighth century, is considered the golden age of the Irish Church, during which tin
no Catholic or Roman authority was tolerated within Ireland. After this perio
though, she began her slow move towards full subjection to Rome, but before t
demise, Irish missionaries broke upon the shores of Britain and Europe with a pov
purity, and fervency that was truly remarkable. One such missionaryGeasnba
(521-597AD).

Columba arrived in Scotland in about 563AD where he established a m
sionary base on the island of lonia. From there he evangelised the pagan Pictish ti
of northern Scotland. TheNinian, arrived from Ireland shortly after Columba and
he evangelised the Picts of southern Scotland. Ninian then pressed south into
north of England where he successfully evangelised the pagan Angle tribes, follov
later byAiden who established churches throughout Northumbria. Columba, Ninial
and Aiden, herald the beginning of a period when hundreds of gifted Irish mission
ies were sent out into Britain and Europe, which leads us to ol
main subject for todayColumbanus

Irish missionaryColumbanus (543 615AD) was born
around the year 543 in Leinster. He trained for the ministry ir
Fermanagh, and then moved to Bangor, near Belfast. This mi
sionary base at Bangor was a place where men were educat
trained, and prepared for the rigours of missionary evangelisn
Bangor became one of the most noted places in Ireland for su
training. After years of preparation and faithful ministry it was
expected that Columbanus would soon take over the training ¢
students at Bangor, but instead his eyes looked to the east w
fiery missionary zeal, so he was sent out as a missionary fro
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Bangor with twelve companions to Gaul (France), where they arrived in 590AD.

Their first missionary base was established in an old deserted Roman fort
Annegray, in the foothills of the Vosges Mountains in eastern France. Columbar
began to evangelize the local people who were a mixture of pagan, nominal Cat
lics, and Arians (Christians who denied that Christ was God). He was soon renowi
in the region for his powerful biblical preaching and teaching. The demand of ma
students seeking instruction and training from Columbanus, meant that another f
mission bases were established just west of Annegray, in Luxeuil, and Fontair
The base at Luxeuil was to become the most noted and influential missionary h
but from all three mission bases converts were made, churches established, and
leaders trained. For example, it was Irish missionaries who travelled north into E
varia to Germanic tribes, where there was great and lasting success.

Catholicism was widespread throughout Gaul, but it was nominal and fo
mal. Even so, Columbanus soon came into conflict with the Catholic bishops
Gaul. The Catholic clerics and bishops were threatened by this new dynamic «
successful preacher who established new churches outside of their authority. In
letters, Columbanus reveals the terrible state and condition of the Catholic bishop
Gaul. They had purchased their positions (simony); they cared nothing for the sj
itual health of the church, and they lacked basic morality. In a letter to Gregory t
Great (540604AD), bishop of Rome, Columbanus pointed out the grave conditio
of these Catholic bishops. Columbanus rebuked Bishop Gregory; beseeched hir
correct his actions, and attempted to instruct him to conduct his church and bish
in a more biblical way.

Naturally, these compromised church leaders were utterly opposed
Columbanus. Moreover, they were angry with him, and they planned to silence hi
so in 603AD Columbanus was summonsed to attend a church trial in Chalo
Gaub he was to stand trial accused of heresy! Columbanus wisely chose to ign
their demand to attend this church court, however he wrote a letter to them call
them to a stricter observance of, it
He said that if they did this then the true character of his accusers would be reve:
and exposed.

The nation of Gaul was divided into regions between feuding brothers. Ti

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When the Irish missionaries were on a ship bound
for Ireland, shortly after its departure it ran aground and
the missionaries escaped. Perceiving the hand and will
God in this they travelled east and then south to Lake
Zurich, in Switzerland, where they began to evangelize
the pagan worshippers of Wodan (Odin). After an inci-
dent in which a young missionary named Gall, broke up
idols of the local Tetonic god, the entire band of Irish
missionaries were forced to flee for their lives to the west
where they settled in Bregenz, in Austria, at the soutt
point of Lake Constance. They established themselve:
there for three years and preached Christ to sinners in th
region. Gall established himself in a new base not far tc
the west of them which is now a town called St. Gallen.

At the time, King Agilulf ruled the entire region of northern Italy. His wife,
Theudelinda*, was the daughter of the king of Bavaria, who held Columbanus
hi gh regard. Under Theudelindabds inf

for Catholic missionaries but to this rugged, uncompromising Irishman. In respon
to this call, the Irish missionaries at Bregenz dispersed in different directions on n
missionary adventures.
