v19, òéHE THAT SOWETH DISCORD AMONG BRETHREN.ó The Lord lists six things 

which he considers utter enemies of His holy character. He adds a seventh which He says is an 

abomination:- in other words it is worse than the rest; it is as bad as the worst form of idolatrous 

worship; its utterly unacceptable to Him. The seventh thing is òéhe that soweth discord 

among brethren.ó Discord is a contest, a quarrel, strife, criticism, or judging one another. 

Notice that this person is sowing seeds of discord among brethren. This person has a bag filled 

with seeds of discord. As he moves amongst believers within a particular church he begins to 

drop these seeds in the midst of conversations and then he moves on to scatter more elsewhere. 

These seeds can lay hidden for days, weeks, months, or even years, but they are slowly germinat-

ing during that time. These seeds are words or thoughts which will cause discord amongst those 

who are brethren. They are dropped into the minds of genuine believers and before they realise 

it they are in discord with their brothers whom they have previously loved and fellowshipped 

with. This is why God not only hates the actions of this person that soweth discord, but considers 

his actions to be an abomination. These seed-sowers disguise their actions under religious per-

fume but their wickedness is exposed by the written Word of God.

This people have really grasped the message of the school and 

are now spreading it. Not only in their own country but others. There is a school presently 

running and some students attended the convention. A full school of converted drug / hero-

ine addicts is planned for next year. Three ladies brought their witchcraft material to burn at 

the convention (see Photo LEFT). One of them was saved at a previous SOC. They are lis-

tening closely to this message of Christ alone and the death of the Cross to self, and are acting 

on it. So many in the West have listened to this school, passed through it, kicked it around 

like a football, but now they are back playing religious games. They tried to hold unto it, 

manipulate it, and own it. Now they have lost it. Brother Stephen is doing a great job here in 

overseeing the running of schools in more than 17 different nations during 2016 across Afri-

ca. There is a desperate need for this teaching in Africa - but far more so in Europe and the 

USA.

confirm you in the reality of the biblical teaching of a definite experience, after salvation 

through Christ, of being immersed in the Holy Spirit of God. SAINTS THERE IS MORE;

BACKSLIDING HEALED (Pt.4): The news reports all began with the same story: a heli-

copter had crashed killing several young 17 year-old soldiers in training. I had been drunk on 

the beach with those very young men the weekend before. I had not shared the Gospel with 

them and moreover, I would have been next on the helicopterñit could have been me going 

out in to a lost eternity. In this part of my testimony I shared from the scriptures concerning 

the terrible experience of the backslidings of a genuine believer, but also of the power of God 

to heal such backslidings and to totally restore. I shared from my own experience the tragedy 

of my departure from God; the sorrow which came from it, and the drastic crisis that turned 

me back to God again. ITõS A TERRIBLE THING TO FALL INTO THE HANDS OF THE 

LIVING GOD!  

CHRIST MY HEALER (Pt.5): An exhortation and testimony concerning Christ being the 

Healer of physical sickness and injury. I testified of several healings in our family in the life of 

my Granddad, Father, and myself. The Lord has healed me several 

times and I have been a witness of wonderful physical healings of 

individuals and groups of believers over the years. These are just a 

few of those incidents.

THE CALL OF GOD (Pt.6): Those who become preachers of the Word of God receive a 

distinct call from God to this vital task. It is not a volunteer job, neither is it for all or most in 

the Church. In this testimony I speak of the call of Amos to be a prophet then I give my own 

initial and unlikely call to preach at the age of 13, and how I wrestled with this call for several 

years and how I prepared myself for it. I cover a call to preach on the streets, to pastor a local 

church, and to work with B.H. Clendennen in SOC, and much more.

MY SEARCH FOR A WIFE (Pt.7): An exhortation from 

Ephesians chapter 5 on the search for a perfect relationship 

with Christ followed by my testimony which includes, the 

death of a prospective bride, a broken engagement amidst 

charismatic confusion, and the spiritual romance of wooing 

a future bride, wife, and best friend. This testimony reveals 

a mystery concerning Christõs search for a Bride in the 

earth. All seven parts of this testimony can be 

found online, on the LCC website as AUDIO files 

under Sermons.   

Proverbs 18:16 "A man's gift maketh room for him, 

and bringeth him before great men" 
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The mini-series òThe Tale of three Kingsó 

within the series on Authority and Submis-

sion, would be regarded by us as key and vital listening for believers. The three kings are, 

Saul, David and Absalom. Here are some excerpts of thoughts from those messages:   

KING SAUL From a humble man who was small in his own eyes, and anointed king, he 

moved step by step to being a tormented, angry rebel, who tried to kill those who loved and 

served God. From hearing clear, godly direction from the Spirit of God, he moved so far 

from God that he sought guidance through a witch the day before he died and went to Hell. 

TRAGIC. As I read the lives of Saul and David concerning the Lordõs dealings with individu-

als, His dealings with all His people and leaders, I am overwhelmed with a consciousness of 

the Lord, His ways, and His dealings. The book of I Samuel is like a prophecy being fulfilled 

before my very eyes. The lessons found therein have been very dear to me for 25 years. I 

watch the lives, the ministries, the choices, the manoeuvrings, the games, the betrayals, the 

lies, the deceptions, the insecurities, the politics, the power-plays, and hypocrisies, but also 

the Lordõs eternal search for a man and people who have a heart after Him. All the practical 

workings of ministry and church life are exposing and revealing those who seek after minis-

try and defend it like Saul and those who seek after The Lord, His glory, and the good of 

HIS people. Every action, response, and decision reveals the motivation hidden behind gift-

ed ministry, anointing, and great deeds. The Bible is the most remarkable, living, explosive 

and prophetic book on mans inner heart. I'm so very aware that very few of the preachers 

and Christians I have watched closely over the years really live in the light of the Judgment 

Seat of Christ. God will not be mocked. What a man sows he will reap. 

Here is a quick way to lose the anointing of the 

Holy Ghost but continue in ministry: ACT LIKE 

KING SAUL! Anger, bitterness, hate, jealousy, suspicion, 

revenge, false accusation, manipulation, momentary emo-

tional false repentance, fear, justification, and much more. 

These are signs you have killed and destroyed the anointing of God in your life but do not 

worry you can still be very successful in ministry as a hypocrite! Scripture teaches 

us that David never  tried in himself to ascend the throne. The only time he lifted his hand 

to personally affect his future was when he cut off the garment of King Saul. After doing 

that (really it was very minor in regards to other things he could have done) he felt so bad 

and grieved, and he repented before God. In true and real ministry it is God that makes the 

way not man. If we have to place our hands to it then we can be assured that the 

ministry is about us and not about Christ.

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Heb.13:17, òObey them that have the rule 

over you, and submit yourselveséó To un-

derstand this one word òobeyó is to deliver 

yourself from many wrong teachings and 

practices. This same Greek word, peitho, is 

used in the following verse, v18, but is trans-

lated as òtrustó. Itõs also used in Heb.6:9, 

òBut, beloved, we are persuaded better 

things of youéó This word means, to be 

persuaded, to be won over, to trust, or to have confidence. In other words, it is not 

a blind, unquestioned, borderless obedience.  

1. Any leader demanding unquestioned obedience is a Charlatan. The responsibility 

of the preacher/leader is to persuade men by the Word of God. Not dreams, words, visions, 

or prophecies, which can tend to become forms of manipulation and spiritual abuse. Not with 

threats, fear, pressure etc., which reveal an insecure personality and a bully who is abusing his 

or her authority. 

2. A leader who demands and receives blind obedience is blind himself and is a leader of 

the blindñboth will fall into the ditch.  

3. Position is not power! Those who think all their authority is vested in a title or a posi-

tion are greatly mistaken. A leader has very clear boundaries to their authority. It is restricted, 

it has parameters, and it should be totally submitted to the written Word.  

4. A true shepherd is to be so submitted to the Word of God that he realises that his authority, 

power and rights are restricted and limited to the very clear teaching of Godõs Word.  

He will fear to exceed his authority. 

He will study the Word incessantly in order to be faithful to his task. 

He adds no authoritative opinions, counsel or ideas to Godõs commands. 

He teaches the sheep their rights and liberties in Christ. 

He has no fear of a sheep coming to maturity. 

     

5. The true shepherd teaches his flock this vital principle of persuasion: he is eager to per-

suade them by scripture alone. Mere obedience, or blind following does not satisfy him. 

He desires to lead each sheep to a personal conviction of what the Bible teaches. He is aware 

that his authority is only effective as he walks, speaks, and ministers within the boundaries of 

Godõs Word.

THE LORDõS DAY? 

òIsn't it 'interesting' to read what God calls EVIL? God 

calls the neglecting of His day (the Sabbath, or the Lord's day / Sunday) EVIL 

(Nehemiah 13 [see below]).

6. The heart of every genuine sheep is marked by a willingness to be persuaded. 

This is to be the mark of every genuine believer. They should be open and willing to be per-

suaded by the written scriptures. They do not hide behind an impenetrable wall of scepticism, 

unwillingness, hurt, offence, ignorance, disobedience, etc. The obedience and submission they 

willingly give to a leader is a willingness to be persuaded through him by the Word. Itõs a per-

sonal choice to follow a man who is faithful to Godõs truth, and who speaks Godõs Word. They 

have a high regard, respect and belief in the inspiration and authority of the scriptures. This 

conviction makes them willing to listen to shepherds who handle the Word of God correctly 

and faithfully with integrity. They gladly submit to shepherds who persuade by the Word of 

God. 

 

7. A sheep who knows the Word of God will not proudly pronounce that he only 

follows God and not men.  

a. Numbers of verses are given in the Bible about following the example of godly leaders. 

b. Setting an example is a vital part of true leadership. 

 

8. All persuasion is deeply rooted in the Word of God.  True shepherds know that the 

greatest persuasive force on earth is Godõs Word. If a person will not be persuaded by Godõs 

truth on basic issues of doctrine and conduct they are not a sheep! All true sheep are impressed 

and influenced by the persuasive arguments of Godõs Word. For them if the Word says it that 

settles it. They will not fight, argue with, or discourage faithful shepherds who handle Godõs 

Word carefully. 

These simple thoughts are vital for a 

healthy church. We have far too many 

sheep unwilling to be persuaded by the 

Word of God. We also have far too 

many shepherds who abuse their au-

thority by manipulation rather than the 

clear teaching of Godõs Word. I have seen both forms of abuse with mine own eyes. I have 

suffered at the hands of abusive shepherds who did not take heed to these points. I have also 

suffered at the hands of sheep who did not take heed to these points. I believe this one scrip-

ture gives light on both extremes and leads shepherds and sheep into a safe relationship togeth-

er that will be to the glory of God and the benefit and edification of all. The eastern shepherd is 

different from the western shepherd. In the east the shepherd walks in front of the flock. He 

speaks to them and they follow him. In the west the shepherd goes behind the flock and usually 

drives them aided by dogs. I believe this reveals two very different kinds of shepherding. One 

is biblical the other is abusive.  

All true sheep are impressed and 

influenced by Godõs Word. For 

them if the Word says itñthat 

settles it.  
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The Triumph of Love 
  
 One day a Frenchman, Franois, refused to clean 
the boots of another Salvation Army cadet, who was Ger-
man. 
ñI clean a Germanôs boots? Never! Never!ò 
The Mar®chale quietly said: ñThe boots will be cleaned.ò 
ñNever by me!ò 
ñBy you.ò 
ñWell, not now, let them wait!ò 
        The whole day passed, and the boots were not cleaned. The Maréchale knew what 
Franois suffered inwardly, and got him alone in the evening. ñFranois, Jesus died for the 
Germans,ò she said. His lips remained tightly pressed. He suffered, and she suffered with 
him. After a momentôs silence he burst into a torrent. 
 ñWe have endured too much! Think of the siege of Paris. That beast of a Bismarck! 
Oh! Our country has suffered. Clean a Germanôs boots? Never!ò He raved. The Mar®chale 
was quiet and listened for a time. Then she said: ñAll that may be true; but you are going to 
have a greater victory over the Germans than ever the Germans won over you. The triumph 
which they had over France was a flea-bite in comparison.ò She got his ear, and talked to him 
of the highest things. The victory which Jesus won on Calvary over Pilate and the Priests and 
Judas, this must be Franoisô victory. ñGo back to your trade unless you can win this victory. 
This makes a disciple of Franois, and nothing else. These boots are only a detail, but they 
have brought to light something in you that is hindering the great victory.ò 
 And so they talked. She would not force him. Next morning she gave a lecture, at 
the end of which he came into her room and sat down. There was a momentôs silence, and 
then he collapsed, falling all of a heap and sobbing like a child.  ñMar®chale,ò he said, ñI will 
clean the boots!ò Such training and conquest over self, makes a soldier of Christ ready 
for any conflict from the outside.  

  
 On a lovely September evening the Maréchale was walking towards the sea, lost in 
admiration of the sunset. Fatigued with her Sunday morningôs work, she was seeking a little 
repose. She observed a priest slowly proceeding towards the hill on which stood a little Cath-
olic church. His appearance struck her; he looked at once so distinguished and so sad. An 
inner voice said to her, ñSpeak to that priest.ò ñI cannot,ò she said, ñhe would think me mad.ò 
But the voice said the same words a second time, and then she instantly obeyed. Hurrying 
towards the priest, she said, ñGood evening, mon père. I presume you are going to the church 
on the hill. May I accompany you, for I would speak with you on spiritual subjects?ò 
Uncovering his head, and bowing with great respect, he answered, ñCertainly, madame.ò 
They walked on for a little in silence. Then she said, ñWhat must I do to be saved, mon 
p¯re?ò 
ñKeep the ten commandments,ò he answered at once.  
ñBut the rich young man who came to Jesus could say with his hand on his heart that he had 
kept them all, and yet had no assurance of salvation. He was in great trouble. He said, óWhat 
must I do to be saved?ôò 
ñOh, then you must take the holy Eucharist very often.ò 
ñBut those who take it are they saved from sinning? Are they not the victims of the power of 
evil, the same as others?ò  
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ñBut does not the same thing apply to the Confessional, mon père? You must know that there 
are tens of thousands in France who confess, but fall again the next day. They have not found 
rest. Is not Christ ready to save us if we are ready to be saved?ò 
ñAlas! Madame, we shall sin always, always, to the very end of our lives.ò  
ñBut, my father, were not St. Augustine, St. Francis of Assisi, St. Catherine of Siena, and 
many others, delivered from the slavery of sin and self? They attained to something defi-
niteðto holiness.ò  He turned with vehemence and said, raising his voice, ñAh! Madame, but 
those were extraordinary lives. Those people were saints.ò 
ñNo, my father, they were men and women like you and me. What God did for St. Augustine 
and St. Catherine of Siena, can He not do it for me if I am ready to fulfil the conditions which 
He lays down? What does religion do, what is it worth, if it cannot deliver us from 
sin?ò He did not answer. He was silently thinking.  
She went on, ñIs Christ a Saviour, yes or no?ò  
ñOh, yes, yes, He is!ò 
ñHas He saved you, mon p¯re?ò They stood still for a moment and he turned his face away, 
with a look of poignant sadness. Then followed a confessionðone of the deepest, most heart-
felt cries she had ever listened toðending with the words, ñAlas, alas! All the days of my life 
I sin, and I expect to sin to my latest breath.ò  
 The Maréchale  was profoundly moved, and felt that she stood upon holy ground. At 
last she spoke, ñThen Calvary is the greatest fiasco the world has ever seen.ò  
Stretching out his hand, he said, ñOh, madame, do not say that; it is blasphemy.ò 
ñBut, my father, we are in the presence of facts, not fancies. You have left what men prize 
most. You have lived up to your light. And what do I find? Torment instead of rest, conflict 
instead of assurance, bondage instead of deliverance. Surely my father, Jesus did not come 
to increase our burdens, but to relieve them. You remember His word, óCome unto me and 
I will give you rest.ô He said, óMy yoke is easy and my burden is light.ô Are these theories to 
be preached in pulpits, or are they realities?ò By this time they stood on the summit of the 
hill, and she asked, ñYou are going to preach tonight?ò  
ñYes.ò  
ñWould you like that we should go down the hill together and resume our conversation?ò  
ñIt would be a great pleasure, madame.ò  
He preached one of the best sermons she had ever heard, partly inspired, she could not help 
thinking by their intimate talk.  
 As the congregation moved out, she stepped into a Confessional box to wait for him. 
She saw him turning this way and that with a look of disappointment, and stepping out, said 
to him, ñI am here, mon p¯re.ò They began to descend the hill together. ñI greatly enjoyed 
your sermon. But how can you show others the way of deliverance if you have not found it 
yourself? How can you unbind if you are not unbound? How can you heal if you are not 
healed? How, my father? Do you not see that all this is only from the head, not from life, 
the heart?ò 
ñIt is true! But I try, oh my God, I try!ò 
ñBut it does not come in that wayðby our struggles.ò 
ñThen how?ò he exclaimed in a tone of despair. 
ñDoes He not say, óAbide in me, and ask what you will, and it shall be done unto youô? Does 
not St. Paul testify, óI can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.ô How many 
have given praise to Him who is óable to save to the uttermostô and óable to present us 
faultlessô! Put Him to the proof. If anyone has the right to salvation, surely you have.ò 
They paused under a tree in the stillness of evening, and, while he stood with bowed head, 
she knelt beside him and prayed.
