Leading in to the two weddings in 2018, in LCC, twelve messages were taught on the Mar-
riage Covenant, one of which, The Divine Mystery in Marriage, is fully transcribed in the 

following pages. The whole series inspires not only a fresh look at the Marriage Covenant, 
but also Godôs covenant with the blood-washed Believer. To follow are some short excerpts.  

THE PURITANS ON MARRIAGE: 

William Gouge (1575-1653), a great Puritan preacher spoke much about the attitude of a hus-

band towards his wife in the following manner, saying he ought, ñ...to esteem her so highly, 
to feel such fervent affections, to regard her so tenderly, that others may think him even to 

dote on her...Read the Song of Songs, and in it you shall observe such affection manifested by 
Christ to his spouse, as would make one think he did (with reverence in a holy manner to use 

the phrase) even err in his love and dote on her. This is a good pattern and example for hus-
bands, for nothing is more lovely than a good wife.ò 

 

A COVENANT WIFE:  

She is a help meet (Gen.2:18), a female (1:27), a woman (2:22), and a wife (2:24). 

Help = Ezer = this word means to aid and assist; to protect, help, succour, support, give en-

couragement; to lend strength or help to another towards them fulfilling a purpose; you come 
to help someone in a trial, in trouble, or in a God given task; it refers to military assistance; 
God is said to give this kind of help to His people; it also means to relieve or cure pain and 

disease. Meet = kenegdo = similar, fit, suitable, complement (two halves put together), corre-
sponding to, having the same nature; his equal, she is adequate to himself; to come alongside 

alongside; a face-to-face relationship; a fitting companion and partner. This begins to describe 
a wifeôs primary calling, task, and commission, as given by God just before He created her, 

and prior to The Fall. Satan inverted this, perverted it, and deceived Eve into claiming and 
grasping the position of head. 

FINISHING WELL was the last message in our series on, The Marriage Covenant.

Evolution is taught and promoted in schools, and colleges; in movies, cartoons, on 

and through the internet; by scientists and politicians, and now sadly by liberal 

preachers and churches.

Until a few years ago, Evolutionary sceptics, unscholarly academics, and un-

schooled teachers spread this delusion worldwide saying that Neanderthals were 

primitive, brutish, cavemen who lived predominantly in Europe, had little intelligence, 

skill, or interaction with humans (Homo Sapiens). Until very recently Anthropologists 

claimed that Neanderthal could not speak. Yet now we KNOW that they carried out 

surgical amputation, and set broken arms, used instruments and tools with intricate 

skill; used boats to sail the Mediterranean; used fire to heat water; produced art in-

cluding paintings, jewellery, ornaments, and engravings.

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flutes. They spoke, and possessed all the same functions and traits as we do. Since 

2014 it has been a settled fact that they shared 99.6% of DNA with us. One expert 

said, ñNeanderthals are human...The data suggests Neanderthals are as closely re-

lated to humans as Chinese are to Germans, or French to Javanese.ò They lived to-

gether, had families together, and were buried together. They were descended from 

Adam just like us. (Below) Some of the Fossils passed around at the AiG Confer-

ence for all to touch, feel and handle.  
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Sir Arthur Keith (1866 ï1955) was one of the most renowned British scientists of 

the 20th century with worldwide fame. During his early rise to fame he ñrejected the 

gospel of salvation in Christ, believing that the Book of Genesis was a MYTH and 

that the Bible was a man-made book.ò He became an antagonist of biblical creation-

ism with a determination to prove evolution through scientific evidence. Articles and 

books flowed from his pen in the cause of the theory of Evolution. In 1912 the PILT-

DOWN MAN was ódiscoveredô outside a small village in Sussex. It was claimed to be 

the Missing Link everyone had been looking for. Sir Arthur Keith published more on it 

than any other scholar. His book The Antiquity of Man (1915) was centred upon it. 

Piltdown Man was the main advert for Evolution for an entire generation. It was 

placed in school textbooks, taught in universities, and placed in museums.  

In 1953, 41 years after the original find, the Piltdown Man was proven to be an 

utter fake of mega magnitude. It was in fact the biggest hoax of the 20th century. It 

had been created from the skullcap of a man just a few hundred years old and the 

lower jaw of a young, more recent female orangutan whose teeth were filed down 

with a steel tool to look human. The signs of deception should have been obvious 

and yet Sir Arthur could not see it even though he was one of the first to handle and 

inspect it closely. In 1953 he was also one of the first to be informed of the hoax. He 

was 86 years old and this was just one year before his death. Piltdown Man had 

made a monkey of Sir Arthur Keith! Having rejected Genesis and the Bible as 

myth, he had fallen for the biggest myth of his generation. In his Autobiography he 

speaks of attending evangelistic meetings as a young student in Aberdeen where the 

travelling Evangelist Wilbur M. Smith preached the Gospel. Many of his friends were 

responding and were converted. During these meetings he often felt ñon the verge of 

conversionò but this holy conviction passedðhe rejected his day of salvationðand 

he then set himself to disprove the Bible and prove evolution.

(BELOW) Paul, Victoria, and Sofi-

an, with Professor John Lennox 

when he spoke in Cork at the Uni-

versity College.  
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(Read all of Ephesians chapter Five)  

In Ephesians chapter five, Paul the apostle, is teaching about the marriage relation-

ship between a man and a womanða husband and a wife. He teaches how these 

two become one, joined together in a covenant of marriage. Paul also teaches what 

a husband ought to be; how a husband should be toward his wife, and how a wife 

ought to be toward her husband. The conduct of a born-again husband and wife 

ought not to be the same as the conduct of a worldly marriage.   

All across our world today, men and women go in and out of relationships. People 

have several children, from several partners. There is no security in relationships 

like these. People have no guarantee that their partner will be faithful, or that their 

relationship will last beyond the end of the month. They cannot trust what their part-

ner is doing behind their back. There is no commitment even though there may be 

physical intimacy. Selfishness says a person gets what they want from a relationship, 

consequently there is no sense of responsibility.  Relationships are used to satisfy 

a personôs own lusts, desires and cravings, and those involved cannot know where, 

or with whom they will be when they grow old. What a terrible way to have a relation-

ship!  

The Bible, on the other hand, paints a very different picture of a marriage relation-

ship. As Paul describes here what a real marriage relationship looks like, he comes 

to an astounding statement. (verse 32) ñThis is a great mystery: but I speak con-

cerning Christ and the church.ò Notice, as Paul teaches on the relationship of a 

man and a woman in a marriage, his teaching suddenly becomes focussed on the 

relationship of Christ and His Church. This is a vital parallel. When you look at a real 

Biblical marriage, where a man and woman really love each otherðnot a casual af-

fair; not fornication when guys and girls just sleep together (there is no mystery in 

that!)ðbut a real marriage covenant, there is hidden within that relationship, a 

great mystery. That mystery is the relationship between Christ and the Church.  

Notice, this is a great mystery; the biggest of mysteries; the largest mystery, hidden 

in a very human, fragile relationship called marriage.  

The word mystery, in Greek, is ómysterionô, which is something hidden from the eye; 

ósomething concealedô. Fornication is open and cheap, but a real covenanted mar-

riage where a man and woman love each other, reveals something concealed, 

hidden, not seen, or not known by the average person. The natural eye can miss 

this, but God has hidden within marriages something deeper. Only God can reveal 

this hidden thing.   
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Two people out of love for each other, say, ñI want to meet you at the Altar and make 

vows unto you before God. I do not want to sleep with you before that day. I want to 

keep myself.ò A marriage covenant is not a casual affairðit is a lifelong commit-

ment to that person.  

This is not about Christôs heart toward every sinner, but rather Christôs relationship 

with the Church, His Bride. The intimate relationship of Christ with His Church is 

not the same as Christôs relationship with sinners, or people in the world. People may 

say that they believe in Christ, or that they hope to see Christ one day, but if they are 

not in a covenant relationship with Him, they know nothing. Just as fornicators go in 

and out of relationships casually, so sinners do with Christ. ñOh, I believe in God.ò 

But after five minutes they go out and live another life; worship another god, or the 

idols of their own heart. They live their life any way they want to without any commit-

ment to the person of Jesus. God has many things to reveal but He does not reveal 

them to ójust anybodyô. God will only reveal them to the born-again believer: even if 

you are single, widowed, or divorcedðall blood-washed believers can receive the 

revelation of the mystery contained in a marriage.   

Psalm 25:14 The secret of the LORD is with them that fear him; and he will 

shew them his covenant.  

The word ósecretô is a very powerful word: ósodeô means, óthe secret counsel of a 

group of peopleô. More than one person sat down and they counselled together; they 

discussed things, and God says I want to take that counsel and reveal it unto those 

that fear me. The secret of the Lord is the counsel of the Father, the Son and the 

Holy Ghost.  

Before there was a Creation, the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost were 

covenanted together. This is the secret of the Lord that the Father, the Son, and the 

Holy Ghost sat and talked. They designed a plan for this world, and Christ expressed 

His desire for a bride. From Eternity past, God the Father wanted a Bride for His Son. 

That has always been the plan. Why did God create Man, the Earth, and the planets? 

Because the Father desired a Bride for His only begotten Son. Before Creation or sin 

entered the world, this counsel took place in a closed counsel chamber; a secret 

place. The counsel was not written in any book, or recorded on video, but the Bible 

reveals it to us. If you begin to fear God, the Holy Spirit will reveal these things unto 

you; He will open up this secret counsel; counsel that God made a secret covenant 

with Himself.  
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 How do I know this? Psalm 110:1 & 4  The LORD said unto my Lordé The LORD 

hath sworn, and will not repentéò God made a covenant (swore unto himself) with 

himself. Again, all through Isaiah we read of the óLORD speaking to the Lordô. We 

read that the Lord gave His óservant to be a covenant unto the people.ô Christ was 

the servant and Christ was the covenant. This teaching of Covenant is found right 

throughout the Bible. If you fear God, He wants to open up the truth of the Covenant 

unto you.  

How a marriage is to function is hidden from most people. They do not know how to 

operate as a husband or wife; they do not know how to order a home; it is a hidden 

thing to them. The secret of the LORD is not shared with everybody. God does not 

walk down the High Street sharing His most intimate secrets with every sinner that 

passes by. God shares His secret with them that fear him. Would you sit down with 

a stranger or the biggest gossip in the city, and tell them your intimate secrets? If you 

know their character and reputation and yet think it is safe to tell them these things, 

you are very silly. They will simply abuse your information.  

It says in Deuteronomy 29, verse 29, ñThe secret things belong unto the LORD 

our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our chil-

dren for ever, that we may do all the words of this law.ò ONLY GOD can reveal 

certain things; He alone can open them up and teach them to óus and to our chil-

drenô. God not only curses to the fourth generation, but He blesses to the fourth gen-

eration.  

Fear of God: His secret is with them that fear himéthe fear of God is a reverence; 

a deep respect. There are very few people in our generation who fear God and trem-

ble at His Word; who respect His decrees. If you can find someone who fears God, 

you can find someone to whom God will show His secrets.  

Marriage in the Beginning and at the End 

Who was it that invented marriage? Who created marriage? Who created Man and 

Woman and made them in such a way that they complimented each other? The 

same God who gave us taste buds, and eyes to define colours, gave us matrimony. 

The Bible begins with a wedding in Paradise (Genesis 2 & 3) and the Bible ends with 

a wedding in Paradise (Revelation chapter 19 ï chapter 21). First a natural, physical, 

human marriage between Adam and Eve; ONE man and ONE woman created for 

one another; given to one another, which is Godôs good plan and desire. Then the 

Bible ends with a Divine, supernatural wedding, between Godôs Son, and Godôs peo-

ple. By the time we reach the end of the Bible, there is a revelation that Christ has a 

bride made up of people from every generation, from every nation, and from every 

culture. God had a plan in His everlasting covenant. The Father said to the Son, 

ñSon I am going to get you a bride!ò The Son said to the Father, ñFather, will you find 

me a bride?ò This plan is shown in scripture in types, shadows and parables as well 

as clear teaching. This is Godôs eternal pursuit from Genesis to RevelationðChrist is 
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seeking for a Bride.  

Rev 19:7  Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the 
Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready.  

REJOICE Saints! we ought to be glad and rejoice: a marriage is a wonderful thing; a 
marriage is a happy thing ordained of God.  

Rev 21:2  And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out 
of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.  

Rev 19:7  Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the 
Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready.  

Rev 21:9 Come hither, I will shew thee the bride, the Lamb's wife.  

All that we see develop between a man and a woman: the look in the eye; them fall-
ing in love; the proposal of marriage; the agreement or engagement; the preparing 
for the day; the going to the Altar to exchange vowséin all this we see Christôs eter-
nal desire for a Bride. One day He is going to get her to the altar, and He will live with 
His bride for all eternity.   

In most of the modern Western world, almost 50% of marriages break up. There are 

also many people who stay in a bad marriage, who get abused; or those who have 

no intimacy in marriage, or simply do not love each other. In the heart of men and 

women, there is a desire to share their life with someone; Man yearns for it. Most 

seek for this meaningful, deep, satisfying, unique relationship, yet most make a mess 

of it. Most who enter marriage have no idea about this secret which is hidden in the 

marriage relationship. God is seeking marriages built upon the Word of God, accord-

ing to the mind of God. God wants marriage to be a blessing and He knows HOW to 

make a marriage a blessing. God wants a marriage to have His hand upon it and 

for it to be a bit of Heaven on Earth. A covenanted marriage can have Godôs bless-

ing manifest in the home, which is a blessed environment in which to bring up chil-

dren.  

Covenant 

Covenant is what is missing from most marriages today. People live casually with 
one another; but thereôs no security; thereôs no commitment. Their relationships are 
marked by pride and selfishness which inevitably destroy a marriage. The secret 
has been lost.  

The word Covenant is used about 300 times in the Bible. Note: The Old and New 
Testament could also be called the Old Covenant and the New Covenant. óCovenantô 
means a bond; or a reliable relationship revealed in a written document. The 
covenant is the basis upon which a relationship is built; it is the foundation; it is a sol-
emn obligation. God has never entered a relationship with anybody outside of cove-
nant. God only enters into a relationship with a man or a woman through covenant. 

When God wanted to be in a relationship with Noah, He revealed His grace unto him 
through a covenant. God also entered covenants with Abraham, David and many 
others. Many in this world say that they have a relationship with God but there is no 
covenantðthere is no binding together or joining together, and as a result they are 
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always scared of losing their salvation; they always wonder, ñDoes God love me, or 
does God hate me?ò because they do not understand that it is a covenant. God did 
not pick you up out of the mire and mud in order to cast you away as soon as some-
thing happens. He actually sought after you to bring you into a covenant, to change 
you and sanctify you; to make you a part of the Bride of Christ. In that covenant is a 
promise that if you do not obey Him, He will bring the rod to bear; He will chasten you 
and deal with you, but He will not just throw the clay away the first time things go 
wrong, but rather He will remould the clay.  

There was a covenant of Law and a covenant of Grace. I wonder what sort of cove-
nant you are basing your relationship on?  A covenant of law or a covenant of grace? 
The Law says, óif you do everything right then you will liveô.  Often you find husband 
and wife living like two different people; trying to catch each other out; always 
fighting; working against each other; trying to find something weak in the other per-
sonéthat is a covenant of law. Is it ólive and doô, or is it ódo and liveô? They are 
two different covenants. The new covenant says, óI am going to make you alive. I am 
going to join myself to you and cause you to keep my statutes.ô  

God made a covenant with OId-Testament Israel at Sinai. He came down on the 
mountain (Exodus 19) and God spoke to the people through Moses and said, óIf you 
keep my word and my covenant then you will be my peculiar treasure.ô This was the 
marriage day of Israel and God. God joined Himself in a marriage covenant to Old 
Testament Israel.  There was a thick cloud. There was lightning.  There was thunder. 
There were threateningôs of God and He joined Himself to them. He told them to 
come near but we are told that all the people stood afar off and trembledðthis is a 
different kind of fear. The true fear of God will bring you NEAR to Him; the wrong 
fear of God under the Law, will make you to stand afar off. It is a terrible thing. 
The Bible tells us that Israel broke that covenant even though God had been a hus-
band unto them.  

A marriage built on Law says, ñYou had better do everything right and the way I want 
you to do it or else there will be some plates broken!ò This kind of marriage is full of 
shouting, bickering, false accusations, and debating. The wife says, ñIf you do every-
thing right, I will submit to you.ò The husband says, ñAs long as you do not burn the 
food and you serve me like a slave, we will get along just fine!ò This is a remedy for 
disaster!   

But the Bible tells us of a different covenant made with the Church: Mat 26:28  For 
this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remis-
sion of sins. This is the New Covenant, made with His Church, through His blood. 
This is the covenant of Grace. So, we have a Covenant of law made with Israel, and 
a Covenant of Grace made with the Church, but both marriage covenants are also 
symbolic. You can have a marriage built on law, or you can have a marriage built on 
Grace. A marriage built on grace though is what reflects Christ and His Bride. A Bibli-
cal marriage is one built upon a covenant of Grace.  

Three things always make a Biblical Marriage or a Biblical Covenant: 

 An Oath is the first vital part. Without an oath there is no covenant. A prom-
ise is not the same as an oath. An Oath makes you regard the CHARACTER of 
the person, whilst a promise is something of the lips. In regarding an oath, you size 
up whether the person has the ability to do what they say.   
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Numbers 30:2 If a man vow a vow unto the LORD, or swear an oath to bind 
his soul with a bond; he shall not break his word, he shall do according to all 
that proceedeth out of his mouth.  

ñéoath to bind his soul with a bond.ò  When two people take an oath, they are 
binding their souls; that emotional part is bonded; they swear to make a 
bond. When Christ entered a covenant with the Church, He bound His soul 
with a bond. He committed himself; His entire character and life is caught up 
in it.  

ñéhe shall note break His word.ò Wouldnôt you like to be in such a marriage bond? 
God cannot break His Word. Many Christians live with doubts that God will 
keep His Word, but He will NEVER break His Word. God will never forsake 
you because God makes that commitment. He will do what he has pledged. 

ñéhe shall do according to all that proceedeth out of his mouth.ò  In I Samuel 
18, we read that the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David. We are 
not talking about anything strange here. This is a godly, upright relationship. 
David was a young man, unknown, whilst (Prince) Jonathan was older and 
well known ï the son of a King. ñJonathan loved [David] as his own soul.ò 
Jonathan had a deep, pure, holy love for this young man; he wanted to guard 
and protect this young man; he thought the world of him, so he joined his soul 
to David by a covenant. Note: a covenant arises out of love. Covenant is a 
very powerful thing. It is given to protect love within a relationship. How do I 
know that a person will always love me? Because they bring me into Cove-
nant. How do I bring someone into covenant? By making or swearing an 
oath; two souls are united as one. The first great strength of a marriage is the 
uniting of two souls: your emotions; your thoughts; your plans; your desires. 
You do not work against the other person. You love them so much that you 
secure them in a covenant. God so loved you, that He wanted to bring you 
into a secure covenant so that you will not have to question His love. God 
does not want you to feel insecure. How terrible to be in a marriage where 
every day you wake up wondering if your spouse is going to depart, or com-
mit adultery! That would be a Hellish experience!  

Hebrews 6:16 For men verily swear by the greater: and an oath for confirma-
tion is to them an end of all strife. When you go in to a court of law, you make 
an oath; you take a vow; you swear that what you say will be the truthðthis is 
more than a promise. Committing perjury (lying under oath) is a very, very 
serious thing. When you swear, you are expected to tell all the truth and that 
will be taken at face value. This verse here in Hebrews, tells us that making 
this óhumanô oath brings an end to strife. But look at verse 17: Hebrews 
6:17  Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of prom-
ise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:  

If you are born again, you are an heir of promise and God has made lots of 
promises to His heirs. God wants to work in our lives; God wants to bless His 
heirs; God wants to love His heirs and answer their prayers. BUT we are hu-
man, are we not? So, God, willing more abundantly to shew [reveal] unto 
the heirs of promise the immutability [He cannot change His mind, or break 
His Word!] of his counsel [counsel chamber; everything He has said in the 
Bible], confirmed it by an oath:  
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 GOD HAS MADE AN OATH! Christ has sworn by himself because there is no 
one more reliable. When you are born again, this love is secured. We may be 
all over the place with our feelings, but God secures you by making an oath 
(Hebrews 6:18)  That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for 
God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to 
lay hold upon the hope set before us:  

When you see this kind of security you want to bring it into a natural mar-
riage, and you want to have that third person in your covenant. The covenant 
settles your heart. Be still! Iôm not going to leave you.  

A sacrifice:  A Covenant is built on sacrifice. We read often in the OT of 
ómaking a covenantô and that word ómake or made always means that there 
has been the cutting of a covenant or the shedding of blood to make a cove-
nant. God has ordained this in a virgin marriage (the shedding of blood). Eve-
ry covenant is established on the basis of the shedding of blood. The devil 
tried to steal Abrahamôs sacrifice because it would have made the covenant 
null and void, so Abraham exhausted himself keeping the fowls away from 
the sacrifice (Genesis 15). God then put Abraham to sleep and God the Fa-
ther (the smoking furnace) and God the Son (a burning lamp), came down 
and passed between the pieces of the animal sacrifice. God kept the Abra-
hamic covenant (testament). At the Cross a new covenant was provided 
through the shed Blood of Christ for all those who would come, believe and 
receive.  

Promises:  There are countless thousands of promises contained within the 
Word of God that come to you within this covenant. The covenant contains 
clear commands, conditions, promises, provisions and blessings. To abide in 
the covenant brings assurance that these will be performed.  

 

God created man to yearn for a perfect and secure relationship. God created us to 

seek after Him, and to seek for a secure relationship with Him. The world seeks for 

this satisfaction in drink, in sex, in drugs, and in all manners of activity and sport, yet 

the only thing which can satisfy the heart is a secure relationship with God, within a 

covenant of grace. When we know Godôs character and His heart toward us, then our 

heart and soul come to rest. I hope you realise that God is not trying to catch you out 

or waiting to trip you up, or to punish you. No, God pursues after you and wants to 

bless you and do you good. I hope you realise that God is after you to bless you. That 

is the heart of God. God wants to bring you into a secure relationship with the Most 

High God. May God bring a divine revelation; may He open up the mystery of mar-

riage. óGod, open up to me your ways, your words, and your secret to a successful 

marriage and a successful relationship.ô

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I grew up in Limerick, well cared for, and the 

youngest of four girls. Both my parents came 

from hard-working families. My mother was 

well spoken and never went out without look-

ing her very best. My father was a quiet, hard

-working provider. We went to Mass as a fam-

ily sometimes (less often as I got older), but 

we were not very dedicated Catholics. Like 

most families, we had problems, but in 

the1980s and ó90s, these things were kept behind closed doors. We knew 

practically nothing of the Bible except some of the Ten Commandments 

which we learnt at school. But somehow, I knew, óGod is realô. Occasional-

ly, an RE teacher would read the Bible with us and I would be touched and 

interested, but after class I forgot, and continued to live as I always hadð 

I did what was right in my own eyes.  

In spite being loved and cared for, as I grew out of my teens and in to my 

twenties I was a very miserable person. From age 19 to 29, I went 

through periods of deep depression, to the point of sometimes not coming 

out of my room for days on end. My thinking was that I was always an 

óinnocent victimô, who was always right. 

When I was 25, I had the privilege of studying Music and English at uni-

versity. I had been told that I would not be accepted to study music at 

third level, as I never had formal music lessons. So, to get into a universi-

ty course in music was a real dream-come-true. I thought my misery and 

depression days were over. But almost every semester, I failed to sit ex-

ams or hand in assignments, due to depression. What was wrong with 

me? I was living the dream, wasnôt I?  I should have felt fulfilled. I was 

exactly where I wanted to be, so why was I so empty? 

In my final year, we had to do a big project in our chosen subject major. I 

decided to do mine on Gospel music, because I had loved singing in a 

Gospel choir. My supervisor said I should investigate the extent to which 

the songs used in certain churches line up with Scripture. He advised me 

to attend Pentecostal church meetings, because Pentecostalism was a new 

but rapidly growing ómovementô in Ireland. Then he directed me further to 

research Scripture and the term ñPentecostalismò, but I argued with him. 

Meet Ellen,  

Who Met Christ  
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ñThe Bible causes wars!ò I protested, ñI donôt see why theology should be 

part of my research. I am not a theology student!ò But he completely ig-

nored my protestation and directed me to the Bible, to the book of Acts, 

chapter two, and told me I should read it at home. I had never read any-

thing like it but strangely, I had no doubt that it was the Truth. I then 

read other accounts in academic books about the Azusa Street revival, 

and again I received it as fact.  

When I was finished my research, I stopped going to church meetings be-

cause I was busy with my studies, but I had a deep desire to return. So, I 

made a decision that, as soon as I was finished my final exams in April, 

even before I started job-hunting, I would go back to church. Once there, 

my intention was to ask at the end, when their next Bible Study was, and 

if I could attend? I desired to learn about Godôs Word. But before I had 

the chance to ask, they invited me.  

At that Bible study the following Friday, the preacher had prepared a gos-

pel message entitled ñWhat is sin?ò He began with the fact that God is 

Holy. One of the first statements he made was that sin is everything that 

does not glorify God. As the preacher spoke, my conscience was affected 

and I suddenly agreed that God should be glorified and I wanted to glorify 

Him and turn from everything that I knew didnôt glorify Him. But I still 

didnôt realise my sinful state and my guilt. 

The preacher talked about who God is; Adam and Eve; the Fall in the 

Garden of Eden; how God had sent His Son Jesus Christ to die on the 

Cross for our sin. As he preached, I remembered that at some point in my 

life, I had made a decision that when it came time for me to die, I would 

call out to Jesus to forgive my sins and save me. But until then, I was go-

ing to live and love my sin. I had never ever told anyone that, but sitting 

there that evening, I realised that my terms were NOT His terms. His 

terms were, ñToday is the day of salvation!ò From that point on, there 

was no further discussion and I changed direction. 

Shortly after that, I attended a Gospel outreach in a big hotel in the city, 

where a preacher came from London to minister. At the end of that meet-

ing, they gave an altar call, and I felt the urge that this call was for me; 

that I must answer it, go to the front and publically commit my life to the 

Lord Jesus. I thought about all the wrong I had done and told Him I had 

made a mess of my life, but I asked Him to take over my life, to come 

into my heart, and that I wanted to walk according to His Word.  

Soon after that, I was in another meeting where the preacher was 

preaching, ñGet up, take your bed and walkò (Mark 2:9). At that moment, 

there in the midst of the preaching, the Lord began to deal with me about 
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depression. He made it clear to me that He had taken away all those is-

sues at Calvary. He showed me that psychology may have taught that 

depression is anger turned inward, but that the issue was really sin. He 

has truly delivered me from myself. I genuinely dread to think where I 

would be now if the living God had not intervened. I honestly donôt think 

I would even be alive! But, I praise His name that He did. I am so grate-

ful. It seems such an understatement to say that He has done great 

things for me. He has given me a life that I never thought possible. He 

has brought me into such a family and brought me to places and experi-

ences that I could never have dreamed. ñHis mercy and love is unbound-

ed. He makes me with gladness oôerflow...I have such a wonderful Sav-

iour!ò  

 

 

 

Ger Searched, and was Found  

I was raised in a village in the south of England, and my youth was in-

fluenced by Jazz music, Rock and Roll, and the lifestyle of óloose livingô 

that came with the music of those groups. Drink, drugs, and ungodly 

relationships became a part of living, yet in the midst of that all I was 

searching for truth and true freedom. Oh! the deception as Satan 

moulds minds as they slip down the path of sin, whilst believing that all 

is wellé ñof such was I..ò   

Through my twenties, I worked as a brick layer on many different sites. 

By the time I was 30, I had been in fifteen countries, and the brick layer 

became a Folk Singer. I honed my skills in the subways and Folk Clubs 

of Europe. There is much I could say about this óHippyô time in my life, 

but suffice it to say that my path was leading downward into spiritual 

death.  

One day I was in Lyonôs Tea House in Plymouth, where I met a young 

man who had given his heart and life to Jesus. This lad took me back to 

where he livedðhe lived with a Pentecostal Pastor. The pastor, Fred, 

and his wife, Grace, welcomed me to their table where a fine meal was 

set before me. At the conclusion of the meal Fred set a plate of wheat 

meal biscuits before me and said something about them being better 

than the husks. As a pastor I suppose heôd seen his fair share of prodi-

gal sons returning home. After supper, Grace took me in to the sitting 

room to explain the first principles of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. As I 

recall, she first explained that along with all mankind, I had been born 

in sin and shapen in iniquity, because I was related to the first man, Ad-

am.  
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She explained that Adamôs sins were my 

sins, ófor all have sinned and come short 

of the glory of Godô. At this point she ex-

plained that to overcome this sin nature, 

God had sent His only Son Jesus, who 

was in all points tempted like as we are, 

yet without sin. He made all the right de-

cisions to please His Father and not him-

self, thereby paying for my sin, by His 

sacrificial death on the Cross. He was the 

perfect sacrifice for Godôs redemption 

plan. The following Sunday morning, I 

went to their meeting in Plympton, a 

suburb of Plymouth, England. I was the 

last one to arrive and I sat on the back 

row. Fred was preaching. At the end of

back gently pushing me out of my seat. As I went forward, I looked back 

to see who had pushed me forward.

I went up to the front and sat in a chair where Fred and the Elders prayed 

for me. As they did, it was as though I had an oil change: the old dirty oil 

flowed out and the new, clean oil flowed in from my head to my toes. I 

soon returned to London where I had a flat just off the Bow Road in the 

east End. I attended Fredôs brotherôs meetings in North London. The an-

nouncement was made that if anyone was needing to be baptised in wa-

ter, that they should make themselves known. The pastor explained the 

Biblical requirement of Water Baptism, so quickly borrowed clothes were 

put on, and in to the water I went. One thingôs for sure, my terrible curs-

ing mouth was cleaned up instantly.  

One evening as I returned from Fredôs brotherôs meeting in North London, 

I met a lady on the train who asked if I was filled with the Spirit. I told 

her that I did not know about that, but that I had been saved by Jesus. 

The lady told me of a meeting place near to where we lived, so one Sun-

day I went to that gathering. Mrs Bailey, a tender-hearted Jamaican lady, 

whose Pastor-husband had recently died, was leading the meeting. She 

asked me, ñHave you come to óWits-end-corner, man?ò To which I replied, 

ñOh yes, Iôve come to óWits-end-corner, Môam!ò I went forward, stood in a 

line and received the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. I love living with the 

Spirit of Truth dwelling in me and upon me. I love Godôs Written Word in 

which I find consistent patterns of Godôs plan and purpose, and I love that 

He has given me new life.

If you had met me on the High Street of Limerick five years ago, and if 

you seemed troubled, I would have reached in to my bag and pulled out  

medals of Mary, or a card of Angel Michael, or St. Anthony, or Padre Pio 

to give to you.  I thought that by giving medals to troubled people, my 

own trouble would be helped. I thought I would be more favoured by 

God. My home was filled with statues and óholy picturesô. The statues 

made me feel safe.  In other words, I was a very religious, devout, Catho-

lic, Limerick woman. That was what I looked like, but on the inside of me, 

I had no real peace. By giving all those cards or medals I thought people 

would think I was nice and holy, but it was really my attempt to fill my 

own emptiness. I thought my good works would get me in to Heaven, yet 

in reality I was an idolater, a fornicator, a drinker, a blasphemer, and I 

had jealousy in my heart. My life was dark and troubled. My son and 

daughter were troubled and it looked like it was only going to get worse. I 

was walking on egg shells. I questioned what life was all about?  

Then one day I was rummaging through a Charity Shop, and a book 

called, Power to Change óflashed upô at me. I picked it up and took it 

home. I read that little book from cover to cover, over and over. In it, 

there were testimonies of people whose lives had been changed when 

they made Jesus Christ their Saviour and Lord. The book also explained 

that the power to change was available to everyone. After I finished read-

ing that little book, I ran upstairs and fell to my knees and prayed: 

ñHeavenly Father, I am so sorry for going my own wayéI am so sorry for 

directing my own life and for sinning against youéI accept that you are 

the only one who can give me the power to change.ò I also asked Him to 

help my son and daughter.  

No one knew that I had prayed, or what I had prayed, but a few days lat-

er, my son came home and told me, ñMam, youôre doing it all wrong!ò I 

didnôt know but my son had attended a meeting at Limerick City Church, 

and had learnt a lot. 

ñWhat am I doing all wrong?ò I asked him. ñAll these statues and things. 

Iôm meeting two fellas tomorrow night. Would you like to talk to them? 

You donôt have to if you donôt want toéò 

I wasnôt sure but I went anyway, and those two young men told us how 

their lives had been turned around when they met Jesus. They also said 

that anyone could have a relationship with the Living God, through Jesus 

Christ His Son, and that there was no need for statues, in fact, the Bible 
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said that we are not to bow down to 

statues. What they said was exactly 

what that little book, Power to Change, 

had also said. Then they asked me if Iôd 

like to go with them to their church 

prayer meeting that night. Everything 

they said made sense, and I wanted the 

peace that they had, so I went.   

I was very nervous. The first thing I 

noticed was that there were no holy 

pictures, and no statues. ñWhere are all 

the holy pictures?ò I asked.  ñWe donôt 

need them. We pray directly to the Living 

God!ò they said. After a few meetings, I really began to feel that all the 

statues and holy pictures in my house were an abomination, so I gathered 

them all up and put them in plastic bin bags, and put the bags in a cup-

board. I thought it would be bad luck to throw them away but not many 

days later, my son found the bin bags and threw them on the road so that 

every statue broke. I came home to see Padre Pioôs head one side of the 

street, Maryôs one side, and St. Anthonyôs head on another side, then the 

bags were taken with the rubbish, and I had no more statues. At this 

same time, I also got rid of my huge TV because to me, it was filled with 

all the filthy things I no longer wanted.  

I had always thought of myself as a nice, good person. In fact, I thought 

that maybe I was more than good because I was óholyô. But something 

happened as I started to attend meetings regularly and hear Godôs Word. 

I started to see my sin and my past as disgusting in Godôs eyes. One 

Wednesday night Bible study in particular stood out to me. It was about 

The Woman at the Well. When Jesus met her, He spoke to her and knew 

how many partners she had had. In spite of her dirty past, Christ loved 

her, and that really spoke to me. He told her to drink the Living Water. I 

thought, ñIf Jesus loved her, He could love me.ò This broke me and made 

me weep. God dug out all the rotten things of my past and I drank of that 

pure, clean Living Water. I asked God to help me read the Bible and to 

teach me the words in His Holy Word. Daily as I read, I began to read 

more and more easily, and understand more and more. So much has 

changed in these past few years. But the greatest change has been the 

peace that I now have in my heart. There have been lots of great storms 

and trials to test my faith, but every time I face a battle, I run up to my 

room, fall on my knees and hand the situation over to my Father in Heav-

en, and ask Him to cover my whole family in His precious blood. I love 

Him so much. My life is in His hands.
