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Walking in the Fire  

When Elijah prayed for the 

widow of Zarephathôs dead 

son, he stretched himself upon 

the child three times (I Kings 

17:21) and the soul of the child, 

ñcome into him again.ò When 

God called Samuel during the 

night time, He called Samuel 

three times. When he was in 

the city of Joppa, Peter saw a 

vision of the ócommon thingsô 

which were to be clean. ñAnd 

this was done three 

times...ò (Acts 11:10 ) 

These are only three examples 

of the many óthrice patternsô we 

see in Scripture. When God 

sees it fit to bring one specific 

message three times in one year 

to our hearing, then we ought 

to sit up and  take note. 

Shortly after LCCôs sixth anni-

versary, in September 2019, we 

were privileged to host the Eu-

ropean School of Christ Inter-

national Annual Preachers and 

Believers Convention. One of 

the messages brought by guest 

speaker, Ps Robin St. Clair,  

was from Daniel chapter three, 

called, ñWalking in the Midst 

of the Fireò. Fast forward to 

May 2020, and once again, a 

message from Daniel chapter 

three was brought to us by the 

same preacher via an online 

Zoom meeting.  Then a little 

while later, when resident pas-

tor, Keith Malcomson, 

preached online to precious 

brethren in Cornerstone 

Church, Baton Rouge, Louisi-

ana, he brought another mes-

sage from the same chapter on 

the three Hebrew boys who 

were loosed, in the fire; seen 

walking in the fire, and who 

came out unscathed! If ever 

there was a year when we 

walked in the fire, it was 

2020, yet what a glorious year 

as all have witnessed ñthe 

fourth...like the Son of 

Godò (Daniel 3:25) walking 

with us. What a joy that the 

fiery furnace which was meant 

to destroy us, actually loosed 

us, and all of Babylon has and 

will see that Godôs children 

will not have one hair on their 

head singed, nor will they 

smell of smoke after walking in 

the fire.

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We started 2020, on the first 
Lordôs Day of the year dealing with 
20:20 VISION, from Prov.29:18, 
"Where there is no vision, the peo-
ple perish: but he that keepeth the 
law, happy is he."   
 This term "VISION" used 
in this verse is almost always misap-
plied, misused and misunderstood. 
The person who has óvisionô is 
clearly defined in the verse as: one 
who keeps the laws (teachings) of God. Those who have NO VISION are those who do not 
keep the laws of God. Note this vital connectionða true Biblical vision is birthed out of the 
written scriptures: i.e. keeping the Word; guarding the Word, and being constrained, gov-
erned, ruled, and restricted by the Word of God. This definition of VISION excludes an awful 
number of visions in the Church. In todayôs Church Prov 29:18 is certainly high on the list of 
verses which are misunderstood. Furthermore, the word óvisionô is one of the most misap-
plied words.  
 ñWhere there is no vision, the people perish... This word óperishô means to cast off 
all restraint; to disintegrate; fall apart; go to pieces; to be unrestrained; uncontrolled; the peo-
ple run wild. It is a condition of confusion, disorder, rebellion, lawlessness, and anarchy (no 
ruler). It is used of letting your hair down (think of Absalomôs long-flowing, untamed hair, 
which was the death of him); letting it run wild, and letting it become ungovernable 
(Lev.10:6; 13:45).  
 It is also used to speak of being made naked (Ex.32:25; II Chron.28:19). This is the 
condition of a people where there is NO VISION. This people do not keep the teachings of 
God's Word; they have broken free of its restraints, its boundaries, its limitations, its instruc-
tions and commands. Such a people have no Divine Revelation, or Biblical Vision.  
 The vision mentioned here is birthed out of keeping the written Word of God. 
Judged by this definition, many who think they have vision have no vision at all. A church 
can lose their biblical vision and sight, and as a result perish just like the church of the Laodi-
ceans.

Both Peter and Jude call false teachers and deceivers ñbrute beastsò (II Pet.2:12; Jude 10). 
The word ñbruteò is alogos (Gk) meaning, no Word!  

What a definition for Wordless preachers. 
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There is a popular contemporary saying in the Church worldwide, that if we are to spot and 
avoid the false, ñWE NEED ONLY BE FAMILIAR WITH THE REAL.ò By this they 
imply that there is no need to speak about the false, or expose the false. This sounds very 
spiritual and correct but actually it is not only FALSE but it is unbiblical. The false is con-
stantly revealed and exposed in the Bible for our learning and warning that we might identify 
it in our own day. Also Christ warned of three kinds of leaven that if tolerated in small 
amounts would leaven the whole lump of doctrinal truth in the church.  
He says that we must do two specific things in relation to these three types of false doctrine:  
i) ñTAKE HEEDò = to stare at; gaze; to discern clearly; attend to; to investigate,  
ii) ñBEWAREò = to hold the mind towards; pay attention to; be cautious about; apply one-
self to; give attendance; understand; to keep in mind; donôt be ignorantðbe informed. So 
from these two warnings of Christ we see that we are commanded to be familiar with the 
most dangerous, widespread, and contemporary heresies that we might avoid them (Mt.16:1-
12; Mk.8:14-15). 

In the month of November, 2019,  as part of the series called, ñThe Bible,ò we studied the 
óleavensô about which Scripture teaches and warns. These sermons may be found on:

Jesus taught on the danger of the Leaven of the Pharisees, the Leaven of the Sadducees, and 
the Leaven of Herod. Then we find that Paul warned the Corinthian and Galatian churches of 
leaven. Christ clearly taught that leaven represents their doctrine, or teachings held and 
practised. Just a little of any of these leavens infects, affects, and changes the nature of eve-
ry other doctrine they hold. The following are two brief excerpts from this important teach-
ing. What is the Corinthian Leaven? I have always taken it previously that it was a profess-
ing believer who is living in sin within the church; that their sin would óinfectô a church, but 
I have had to rethink upon careful study. Yes this is true, but only very partially. The real 
leaven was not in the individual, but in the church. The Corinthians were ñpuffed upò with 
pride concerning their handling of sin in the life of a member of the body. They were 
ñgloryingò, boasting and speaking out loudly about their tolerance, grace, mercy, broadness 
and patience in NOT dealing with a sinning member. They were teaching that ólove does not 
see the sin in a brotherôs life.ô Corinthian leaven teaches that they ought not to judge a broth-
er. They thought themselves so spiritual that they did not obey the clear scriptures which 
command believers everywhere to go to a brother, to rebuke, warn, exhort,  and to talk open-
ly and honestly. Pride made them diminish the seriousness of sin and just rejoice in the 
finished work of Christ without obeying these commands.  
 After receiving a rebuke from Paul the apostle, they swung to the other extreme by 
dealing harshly with this repentant, weeping brother. They were slow, cold, and closed to his 
recovery. Yet this was the very same leaven. Corinthian leaven is the unwillingness to 
deal with sin correctly and biblically among believers. At first they were too soft, then 
they were too hard. This is dangerous leaven. In both forms they create their own way of 
dealing with a person or situation, but they do not obey the written Word. 
  The Galatian Leaven What is the "little leaven" that caused so much trou-
ble across the churches of Galatia? I recently heard a preacher say it was those in the midst 
who were earnestly seeking holiness but by the power of their own flesh! That is utterly 
false! Galatian leaven was actually the teaching that you must be circumcised to be saved. 
The apostle Paul, taught that just a little of these leavens infects and changes the nature of 
every other doctrine they hold. There are strong warnings regarding those who preach 
ñanother gospel.ò God have mercy!  
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This series was taught over the months of July and August, 
2020, and may be found both on YouTube as well as our web-
site. This series stimulated a deep response worldwide, and is 
still being mightily used of God to bring óchurch goersô to re-
pentance. The following is just a sermon taster, but we encour-
age you to listen to the whole series for a full view of the Ten 
Virgins Parable, or the Wise and Foolish Virgins.  
 
Mt.25:1, ñThen shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten 
virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the 
bridegroom.ò This parable which Christ taught, like all para-
bles, is an earthly story with a heavenly meaning. It is a natural 
story set next to a spiritual truth. In the scriptures a bride, build-
ing, a temple, or servants, are used to describe Godôs people, 
but here Christ used ten virgins, or ten bridesmaids, to explain a 

truth about the kingdom of Heaven. The picture of a single bride does not convey or explain 
the truth that ten virgins explains. Please note: the ten virgins do not contrast sinners out in 
the world with saints in the Church! The kingdom of Heaven, or the kingdom of God, on 
earth is always spoken of by Christ as a mixture of the real and false; the true and counterfeit: 
e.g. the sheep and goats; the wheat and tares; the four types of ground; the narrow and broad 
way; the two men building houses on different foundations. Many parables depict this mixture 
in the kingdom of God, or the óvisible Churchô. Each of these parables reveals a contrast be-
tween those who truly know Christ and those who do not. This parable reveals that you can be 
in the kingdom of Heaven on earth (like the foolish virgins) without the kingdom of God 
being in you. Those who miss this point think the foolish virgins are genuine believers who 
are just carnal, or not as wise as the spiritual, but the actual truth is that the foolish virgins 
depict false counterfeit converts that look like the real.  

This parable is specifically a prophetic parable, or a parable about the very last days 
before Christ returns. It has been set alongside the teaching contained in the previous chapter, 
Matthew 24, and it is meant to help explain things concerning Godôs people in the last days. 
The key message of this prophetic teaching is found in 24:44: ñTherefore be ye also ready: for 
in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.ò The word ñreadyò used here, means to 
be adjusted, prepared, or to be ready at hand for use. While chapter 24 deals with outward 
events before Christôs return, chapter 25 deals with inward attitudes of the heart.  

 
TWO GROUPS IN THE CHURCH 
Before we deal with where and how these virgins are different, I want you to notice the simi-
larities between them. All of them are called virgins. In Rev.14:4, we are told: ñévirgins. 
These are they which follow the Lamb.ò All ten virgins looked like they were following 
Christ the Lamb. They were morally pure, outwardly pure, and to the natural eye they looked 
like true spiritual virgins. They professed faith in Christ. They were members of local church-
es, and they mixed in very close association with the wise virgins. They were not visibly sin-
ners, or known drug sellers, prostitutes, or criminals. To every appearance, they were Chris-
tians.  
 All ten virgins had lamps: Mt.25:1, ñ...which took their lamps.ò This word ñtookò 
means to take hold of, or to seize the lamp. The word ñlampò (lampos) means to beam or radi-
ate. The lamp was a hollow cup, or saucer-like vessel, with a wick that drew up the oil which 
it contained, and which burned bright in a way that could be seen by others around about. 
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Having lamps speaks of an outward testimony; a testimony visible in this world, and in the 
Church. The foolish virgins did good óoutwardô works; spoke good words, and even bore the 
right message of the gospel. They evangelized, spoke of Christ, and were involved in ministry 
in the church and were active in social activities. Both wise and foolishðALL, ñwent forth to 
meet the bridegroom.ò They truly believed that Christ was the ñbridegroomò and the only 
way to Heaven. They believed sound doctrine. They believed in His death for sinners; His 
resurrection on the third day, and in His Second Coming. They believed Christ was coming 
soon. In fact they believed they would personally see and experience His soon return. They 
knew about His person, the power of His name, and His salvation. All were expecting the 
sudden return or coming of the bridegroom. They believed they were the end-day Church 
living in the last days, and they went forth looking for Christ with great expectation. But just 
before that time and event, ñThey all slumbered and sleptò (v5)ðnot just the foolish, but all 
slept.  
 
THE FOOLISH VIRGINS 
This word ñfoolishò means to be dull, stupid, heedless, thoughtless, or to be blunt without an 
edge. It is actually the Greek word mǾros where we get our English word ómoron,ô which 
usually means someone lacking a grip on reality, or someone brainless. In the Bible to call 
someone a ñfoolò is very serious. Mt.5:22, ñwhosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in dan-
ger of hell fire.ò Why is this so serious? A fool is an apostate or someone beyond redemption 
who seems to have no ability to take heed to the Word of God. These foolish virgins labour 
in the kingdom, and for the kingdom, but their labour is in vain because they do not heed the 
Word of God. Outwardly they look and sound good but inwardly they are not. They are like 
the foolish man who built his house upon the sand who did not obey the Word of God and 
who was not prepared for the coming storm.  

ñThey that were foolish took their lamps, and took no oil with themò (v3). They took 
lamps, but no oil! Historically we know that the vessel of oil* used to fill the lamp would 
have been carried separately to the lamp, but these foolish virgins thought that their lamp was 
sufficient, yet it was oil that was the source of all true fire and light. They thought about the 
present and the outward, but not about the future and the inward. They cared for Church-life 
but not about their heart-readiness at the time of the Coming of the Lord. They had so much 
right but the most important thing was wrong! 
 The oil in this parable of course represents the Holy Spirit. When the oil is in the 
lamps, it means the Holy Spirit is at work in the outward testimony or ministry.  These fool-
ish virgins had no oil for the inward life which God alone sees. They served in church but 
they had no character, nor communion with Christ; they had a óshow of power and giftsô but 
no regeneration and sanctification. Any oil they had was used for ministry but not the inward 
life. 

We have many clear examples and warnings of such foolish virgins in the Bible. 
King Saul was chosen to a position of authority over Godôs people; anointed by the Holy 
Spirit; gifted at times in prophecy, yet he only had outward oil. Balaam was the same. Gifted 
as a prophet; used in bringing forth many remarkable true prophecies; the real Spirit came 
upon him many times yet he possessed no inward oil, and was rejected and denounced as a 
false prophet. Judas, one of the twelve apostles of Christ, was chosen, commissioned; sent to 
preach, to cast out demons, and to heal the sick, yet he was a betrayer and a devil inwardly. 
These three used up their oil in outward performance and ministry for their own benefit, but 
had no inward oil.  
THE WISE VIRGINS  
This word ñwiseò means to be thoughtful, to reign in, or curb thoughts. It depicts a cautious 
character, and one who takes captive the thoughts to protect the attitudes of the heart and out-
ward actions.  In the Greek language this wisdom is relevant to practical action, implying 
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good judgement, excellence of character, and good habits, sometimes referred to as practical 
virtue.  From this we know that these wise virgins feared God. Prov.9:10, ñThe fear of the 
LORD is the beginning of wisdom.ò They have a wisdom that had its source in reverence, re-
spect, and in an awesome awareness of God.  
 How else were they different from the foolish virgins? First, in certain actions, 25:4, 
ñBut the wise took oil in their VESSELS with their lamps,ò meaning they took hold of it tight-
ly; they seized it, and they had an awareness of its absolute necessity. The wise had vessels to 
carry oil but we never read that the foolish had vessels. The vessel* was where the oil was 
stored; it was a reservoir, or source of oil for future need. This vessel with its oil was hidden 
away, unseen by others, it was for personal private use, and for future essential use. The wise 
had prepared before the need came or the crisis arose. They made sure they had an oil supply 
ready to go out to meet the bridegroom at His coming. This oil represents the indwelling of 
the Spirit (not the baptism of the Holy Ghost.) 
THE DELAY 
We see that both the wise and foolish virgins fell asleep whilst they were waiting on the 
Bridegroom. ñWhile the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept.ò TARRIED means 
delayed; takes a long time; did not come when expected. The golden calf was a result of a 
people who ñsaw that Moses delayedò (Ex 32:1). Watch out if you are experiencing a delay on 
any level for you may fall asleep and when you are asleep, you are inactive. When you are 
asleep you cannot see the signs; the signs mean nothing to you. We are told to WATCH, stay 
awake! be vigilant; stir yourself, as we wait. Mt.25:13, ñWatch therefore, for ye know neither 
the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh.ò   
THE MIDNIGHT HOUR  
The bridegroom delayed until midnight which is a cold and a dark hour. Midnight is an hour 
of sleep. Believers fall asleep, and feel the cold when they take offence, or when betrayal or 
hatred takes hold of their hearts. When Samson slept, he was taken captive. When Jonah was 
running from God, he slept. Matthew 24 depicts the midnight hour, called the beginning of 
sorrows. Mt.24:12, ñAnd because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax 
cold.ò This love spoken of here is AGAPE love, and is the love of genuine believers growing 
cold.  
THE AWAKENING 
And at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet 
him.ò Both wise and foolish, heard the midnight cry! This voice crying out is a picture of re-
vival, and  of preaching. NOTE: ALL awoke, 25:7, ñThen all those virgins arose...ò ñaroseò 
means to collect thoughts; stir; shake. ALL trimmed their lamps, and all responded. All went 
in to action: put things in order; adjusted; prepared; rectified; cleaned and primed their lamp 
BUT all did not have oil!  
 25:8, ñAnd the foolish said unto the wise, Give us of your oil; for our lamps are gone 
out.ò What a crisis! óGone outô means, to quench, to extinguish, to put out and is in the present 
tense. This is the foolish virginsô present fact of reality. The foolish did cry out for oil. They 
did the right thing at the wrong time! Suddenly, they began to seek and value what they had 
always previously despised, ignored, and neglected.  
 25:9, ñBut the wise answered, saying, Not so; lest there be not enough for us and 
you: but go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.ò The wise had ñnot enoughò, 
which means they had no oil to spare. The true believer never feels that they have too much 
Holy Spirit, or too much conviction, or too much fire, or that they pray too muchðthey have 
just sufficient. Wise virgins feel their own lack. Remember they are wise which means that 
they had oil to put in to the lamp and for this oil, they had paid a price. They were prepared 
before the crisis. They knew where to get oil and they knew from whom to buy the oil. Wise 
virgins know the need of the hour. Note that oil is costly! If you do not value it, you will not 
pay for it...JESUS IS COMING! ARE YOU READY?

Chronicles is missing; all of II Chronicles, and eight chapters of Ezra.

Greek text behind new English translations.

PSALM 119  

Meditation and the Word of God  

The word Meditation is used 20 times in our English Bible. 15 of these 

are in the Psalms, and seven of these are in Psalm 119. Meditation is 

a vital theme in this one Psalm. Here we look at what these seven vers-

es teach.  

1. Meditation is the secret to making right decisions 

2. Meditation is the secret to overcoming powerful opposition 

3. Meditation is the secret to personal devotion 

4. Meditation is the secret to overcoming wrongs done against you 

5. Meditation is the secret to daily victory 

6. Meditation is the secret to learning 

7. Meditation is the secret to rising early 

Prayer and the Word of God  

Although this is a Psalm dedicated to the theme of the Word of God 

there are about 68 distinct prayer requests in its 172 verses. We must 

never separate the Word of God from Prayer. Although we studied 

an overview of these prayers we only studied two specific prayers which 

are repeated throughout the Psalm, "Teach Me," and "Revive me". 
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Affliction and the Word of God  

There are 68 distinct prayers in Psalm 119 and more than 66 mentions 

of inward and outward persecutions, tribulations, trials and sufferings of 

those who hold fast to the Word of God. It is a major theme in this 

Psalm and its inspired Author. The word affliction is used seven times.  

1. Comfort in Affliction 

2. Correction in Affliction 

3. Instruction in Affliction 

4. The Necessity of Affliction 

5. Preservation in Affliction 

6. Our Cry in Affliction 

7. Deliverance in Affliction 

William Tyndale On the 6th 

October, 1536, William Tyn-

dale was burned alive at the 

stake for the ócrime of trans-

lating the Bibleô from the 

Greek into English. Let us 

never forget the price that 

was paid for us to have the 

Word of God in our own lan-

Guy Fawkes If the gunpowder plot to blow up parliament had succeed-

ed on the 5th of November 1605 (as it nearly did) the English speaking 

world would have been denied one of the greatest works of literature in 

our entire history: THE AUTHORIZED VERSION OF THE BIBLE (KJV). It 

was only the year before, in January 1604, that the King commissioned 

47 expert translators, many of whom could speak 14 languages profi-

ciently and others who prayed 5 hours a day, to produce the best Eng-

lish translation of the Bible from the 

Hebrew and Greek text which was 

published in 1611. The Lord has 

blessed it worldwide for the past 

400 years with many national reviv-

als, spiritual movements, and mis-

sionary endeavours. THANK YOU 

LORD! The history of the English 

speaking world would have been 

very different if this one plot had 

succeeded and it would have seri-

ously affected the worldwide spread 

of the gospel. 
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My name is Victoria and I come from Middlesbrough, north east England. When I was born 

again at the end of August 2013, my whole life changed.  

For most of my life growing up, I never gave God a thought. I grew up in a family where 

there was no religious input whatsoever. Nobody around me went to any kind of church, or 

spoke about having faith in God, until one day in 2006, when two people knocked on my 

door, and started talking to me about God. I was interested, and wanted to know what they 

had to say. We arranged for them to visit me again, but that didn't happen because a friend 

talked me out of it, telling me that these people were crazy.  

When I began a relationship with a guy, any curiosity about God was soon forgotten. We had 

a little girl together but after a few years, I split up with him. Then one day, the same two peo-

ple knocked on my door wanting to talk to me about God. My curiosity came alive again. 

From that time on, the question, "Is there a God?" was stuck in my head and that couple visit-

ed me often. I now know that though kind, caring and zealous, they were not teaching me the 

truth of what the Bible teaches. I do see though that God did use them to plant a seed in my 

mind. I became hungry for God. I wanted to be convinced for myself that God was real.  

In my desperation to try and reach God, I started to pray selfish things like, "God if you are 

real, let me win the lottery!" But one day out of the blue it struck me that I didn't love God. I 

reasoned: why would God answer any of my prayers if I didn't love Him? This is what started 

me very sincerely crying out to God to give me a love for Him. I was very determinedly pray-

ing to God, "If you are real, please put love in my heart for you." I prayed like this for most of 

2013. By this time, my daughter's dad and I were back together and I was still living ignorant 

of the fact that I was a sinner. I didn't really see any wrong in getting drunk, cursing, using 

God's name in vain, or dressing in a revealing way. However, I did start to question things I 

was doing. The niggling little question, "Is this sinful?" kept cropping up. Nobody had told 

me that certain things were sinful, but some things 

started to sit less and less comfortably with me, but I 

did not understand why.                

I would occasionally ask Google if things I was do-

ing were sinful, but for everything I read that told 

me I was sinning, I read another answer that told me 

I wasn't. Google isn't the Bible! The Bible is very 

clear about what is sinful and displeasing to God, 

but Google was full of people's opinions, and I didn't 

know who to listen to, or who was right, though I 

was trying to be as rational as I could be. My partner 

knew nothing about all my ósecret researchô and I 

didn't want him to know either, because I thought 

he'd react badly.

One night, when I was at home with my daugh-

ter, (my partner worked far away) I got very sick. 

My throat was so sore I could hardly swallow 

water. I had learned somewhere that God can 

heal, and I remember talking to God very directly 

that night. In a frank manner, I told Him that I 

knew that He had the ability to heal me. (Looking 

back, I'm shocked at how I was almost irreverent-

ly telling God what I knew about Him.) All of a sudden, in one moment, I found myself sit-

ting there, with no pain, and all symptoms gone. God had healed me! The following day hap-

pened to be April 1st and I was so excited about what God had done that I took to Facebook to 

tell the whole world about it, but a lot of people thought it was some sort of óApril Foolô joke! 

Now I was convinced that God was real! The words: "God is real" invaded my every thought, 

and my sensitivity to what was sinful started to increase. Not long after all of this happened, I 

finished the BA (hons) Social Work degree which I had been studying at University.  To cele-

brate, I went on a holiday with two friends to Ibiza. We partied and drank our way through 

our ósun holidayô. Upon my return one night, when my partner was away, I put my daughter 

to bed, pulled out the laptop, and watched a four-hour video of the Gospel of Luke on the 

internet. The video depicted Jesus being forsaken by his closest disciples and as Jesus went to 

the Cross to be crucified, I wept. I ended up crying out to God in the front room of the house. 

I believed that Jesus is the Son of God. Everything changed. There were no question marks 

any moreðI wanted nothing more to do with anything sinful that I had been doing. This obvi-

ously put a great strain on my relationship, as I now felt so strongly that I couldn't continue to 

live with a man outside of marriage, so I moved out, but kept him much in prayer. He was 

trying to make sense of what had happened to meðhe thought I had gone nuts, which is un-

derstandable. He loved his life the way it was but I loved Jesus, so there was a natural gulf 

between us, though we kept amicably in touch for our daughterôs sake.  

That night when God saved me, he did indeed put a great love in me for Him. I wanted Him 

to have centre stage in my life. I started to tell everyone who would listen, what had happened 

to me: that God was real and that I loved Him. I told friends, family and co-workers. I was 

bubbling over with love for God, and I was excited to tell others. My excitement overshad-

owed any reservations I might have had, or embarrassment I previously might have felt in 

talking to others about God. Then God led me to a Bible-believing church where I was 

thrilled to find other people who had similar stories of how they had met with Jesus, and been 

born-again. I had never thought I needed God; I thought I was fine the way I was. I had every-

thing: a house, a partner, a good career with a potentially good income, a beautiful daughter, 

nice holidays...what else did I need? I thought I had everything, but I didn't realize I needed a 

Saviour. I hope and pray that you too, would seek the truth for yourself. "Therefore if any 

man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are 

become new." (2 Corinthians 5:17)

ñ...DEPART from iniquityò (II Tim.2:19)  
This word, ódepartô in Greek is Aphistemi, which describes a rebellion, a reaction, a revolu-
tion, or a departure. This word is used for apostasy from the truth and for the act of divorce, 
but in this verse it is used as the mark and act of a genuine believer. Real Christians will 
instigate a revolt and a rebellion against what is wrong morally and doctrinally; they will 
divorce themselves from it, but only if they are the real, the genuine. False converts tolerate 
and revel in sin; they excuse it, justify it; hide behind grace and love, and they have no ha-
tred for it. But the real sheep of God depart from it. 
When the Church loses the truth of regeneration as an inward work of the Spirit, then we 
resort to counselling, inner healing, deliverance from demons, breaking of curses, etc., as an 
antidote to a fallen sinful nature, but these man-made methods never work! Jesus said, ñyou 
will know them by their fruitò! In other words, a life lived in outward iniquity is a sure sign 
of what is on the inside. Such a person often tries to hide behind the doctrine of grace, or the 
Blood, or óDonôt judge!ô Then if a loving, godly brother sees this and points it out, then the 
unregenerate accuses the godly of being óan accuser of the brethren!ô But the fact remains, if 
the fruit is bad, we must see it, challenge it, and expose it to the light of Godôs Word.

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My name is Hana, and I want to tell you how the Lord saved me, by His Grace, through faith 
in the Blood of Jesus Christ shed on the Cross of Calvary, for me.  
 
I grew up in a good and loving family. In our family we always had everything we needed 
and wanted, but we did not have Christ. At that time, the Czech Republic was a country which 
was still dealing with consequences of 40 years of anti-religious communism. After com-
munism fell in 1989, eastern teachings, flooded the country. When I was about 12 years old, I 
discovered Reiki; I studied precious stones and their supernatural properties; the Zodiac signs 
and their meanings in people's lives; I worked with the pendulum; practised meditation, yoga, 
and I studied the Law of attraction. The craziest thing I ever did was to have a crystal skull 
that weighed 2kg. I communicated with it and consulted it; I often got visions from it and 
sometimes the skull even led me and controlled the circumstances in my life. 
 
I longed to know what is the Truth. Is there any? What is right? What is the way of life that is 
right and what is the meaning of our life? Where did we come from and why are we here at 
all?

During those years I suffered depression which reached a peak at 
19 years old, when I tried to commit suicide. I found no meaning 
to life; no solid truth and there seemed no way out of the lifestyle 
that everybody around me lived.  Wherever I went, people had 
the same problems but I did not want life that wayðI wanted 
something different; something genuine; I wanted my heart to be 
fulfilled. 
 
Unfortunately, I tried to find the fulfilment of my heart by drink-
ing alcohol, taking drugs, and chasing after men. I even stood in 
Old Time Square in Prague with a big banner that said, ñFree 
hugsò! But it was all in vain, nothing could satisfy my heart.  
 
Then in 2016 I travelled to Ireland, to work for just a few months 
as a volunteer on a Dairy farm. I brought my crystal skull with 

me as well as precious stones, books and pendulums. I knew nobody in Ireland, but one day I 
met a man who told me about Christ. At first, I did not take much heed, but after a few weeks 
I was curious. I was challenged when I saw that those things I was doing, were offensive to 
the Lord. ñI am not hurting anybody,ò I thought. I could not understand then why those occult 
practices were wrong. Also, I could not find the name of Jesus Christ in all that I followed. 
ñWhat if I am doing everything wrong?ò I asked. 
 
For about two months a battle raged in me. If I was wrong, then all I was doing was against 
the Lord. I realized then that THAT LORD, who created heaven and earth, and everything in 
it, has the right to say what is right and what is wrong! This meant that I could lose every-
thing, yet it was all I had, and all I knew. At that time, I found a little Baptist church and I 
started to go there on Sundays. I just knew there was something about this Jesus and I needed 
to find out what it was! I got a Bible in the Czech language, and started to read the New testa-
ment. I was shocked at how twisted the ótruthô in the world is, compared to the Word of God. 
In one church meeting when a message was preached on Matthew 11:28-30 ñCome unto me, 
all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you restéò I started crying because I 
was so touched that the Lord Jesus would ever bother asking me to come to Him, to find rest. 
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I set myself to read the whole Bible and completed it in five months. I could not understand 
everything, but enough to realize that I had been lying to myself, and that I was wrong. The 
Lord started to show me who I really was. He revealed to me my sin, not only concerning all 
practices from eastern religions, but He revealed to me that I was a liar, a fornicator, drunk-
ard, thief, and an idolator. My heart was broken over it. I realized and experienced, that I des-
perately needed a Saviour. I noted that Scripture was filled with wonderful promises of the 
Lord to remove iniquity and to forgive sin. 
 
At that point, I started to get rid of all things connecting me to occultism, and I repented of it 
all. I got rid of the crystal skull, the books, statues, stones and pendulums. Then I started to 
experience huge pressure. I went through three weeks that I can't compare to anything else I 
have ever gone through. Night after night, I had nightmares so vivid, that I would wake up not 
able to breathe. In my dreams I would be killed and tortured over and over by ugly creatures. I 
would see dark clouds in the room, and other terrifying things like that. I was never so scared 
in my life and I decided to ask the pastor for help as I did not know what was happening. 
 
I confessed all my dark activities to the pastor; I truthfully revealed everything as the Lord 
had shown me. The pastor explained to me the ways of the Lord and the intimidating ways of 
Satan when one of his servants dares to seek Christ and turn from Satan. There was nothing 
and nobody able to help me apart from Christ. As the pastor prayed with me, I wept as I gave 
all my past to Jesus. As it says in the Gospel of Matthew (12:43-44) my house (my heart) was 
ñswept and garnishedò (cleaned up), and made ready for ósomeone to move inô. From that 
night, I had not one more dream; not one more experience from the dark side. I knew there is 
power in the Name of Jesus! 
 
It was clear to me then that I couldn't live a sinful life and belong to Jesus at the same time. 
As I was seeking the Lord in prayer, He was challenging me with decision after decision to 
get rid of things that were between me and Him. He was dealing with my heart. Then one day 
in August 2017, I was alone in deep prayer, weeping over my sin, repenting and asking the 
Lord to be my own. I poured out my heart to Him, when all of a sudden, such a heat came 
over me. I felt somebody's presence in the room and then I felt the heavy burden of all my 
guilt lifted off, and replaced with peace that I had never before experienced. My heart was 
fulfilled and running over. I knew I was His indeed. I did not know that I ógot savedô, or óborn
-againô, but I felt different and could not recognize myself. From that day I hated sin and was 
not able to sin like before. It would hurt me inside and I noticed that sin no longer had power 
over me. After this experience, when I read the Scripture, I found that it was like somebody 
had replaced my Bible because I could understand so much more of it!

At this time, two months after this experience with the Lord, 
I went to the Czech republic and I got baptized in water. 
When I returned to Ireland, I got a part-time job in Limerick 
and shared accommodation in the city centre. I prayed more 
and more for the Lord to lead me wherever He would have 
me, and that He would give me a teacher of the Word of 
God. Within the first few days in Limerick, I met a street 
preacher, who invited me to Limerick City Church. I knew 
that this was the teaching of the Word of God which I was 
praying for. Here the pure Truth of the Word of God, was 
heard and lived. I understood that The Blood of Jesus 
washed away all my sin and shame. He can do the same for 
you! Psalm 103 :12 says: ñAs far as the east is from the 
west, so far hath He removed our transgressions from us.ò

Message from the Pulpit 

By late March, 2020, it was clear that the world was in a very real hour 

of crisis. News of Covid-19 flooded the news media, and we were 

bombarded with statistics such as: the virus had spread to Ĳ of earth 

(150 to 200 countries). It was reported that this virus was ten times 

more dangerous, and six times more contagious than any previous sim-

ilar virus. It was predicted that the weak and vulnerable would surely 

die. At that time there were 500,000 worldwide diagnosed, and alleg-

edly 21,000 deaths. It was predicted that at least two out of every 100 

infected, would die. There were already 8,000 deaths in Italy where funeral gatherings were 

banned, and over 900 died in one day. In Spain there were already 6,000 deaths which meant 

that it was moving more quickly there than it had in Italy. There were already 1,000 deaths in 

the USA and UK. It was clear even then by late March, that this would trigger an economic 

crisis. This crisis would affect everyone without exception. The following message was 

preached  by Keith Malcomson, Pastor of LCC, at the end of March, 2020. 

The word Crisis is defined as, óany event that leads to an unstable and dangerous situation 

affecting an individual, group, community, or whole societyô. A crisis is a testing time; an 

emergency; a time of decision; a time where everything is revealed; a time of change. Inter-

estingly, one of the two Chinese characters signifying the word ócrisisô includes the character 

for the word ñopportunityò. There is no doubt that 2020 was a year of crisis, but what oppor-

tunity does it present to the Body of Christ?  

We read in Luke 24:36-45: ñAnd as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of 

them, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. But they were terrified and affrighted, and 

supposed that they had seen a spirit. And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why 

do thoughts arise in your hearts? Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle 

me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have. And when he had thus 

spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. And while they yet believed not for joy, and 

wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat? And they gave him a piece of a broiled 

fish, and of an honeycomb. And he took it, and did eat before them. And he said unto them, 

These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be 

fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, con-

cerning me. Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scrip-

tures...ò 

The disciples were in a great crisis. Christ had been slandered, mocked, betrayed, crucified 

and laid in a grave. It was an hour of darkness. It was an hour of shock, disappointment and 

confusion, in which it seemed the power of Hell had prospered.  In spite of having been com-

missioned to, ñgo in to all the worldò; in spite of having been told that the salvation of all 

nations depended upon them, they now find themselves behind locked doors in a crisis, but 
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we read in verse 36, ñAnd as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them..ò Let 

me tell you that where disciples are found in a crisis, Christ is in the midst of it with them. 

Where you find illness, or demon possession, or cancer, or tragedy, you will find Christ in the 

midst of that storm, whether you see him or not.  

Crisis in Body and Soul 

In John chapter five, we read of a ócertain manô who lay impotent by the pool of Bethesda, 

having had óinfirmity 38 yearsô.  What a hopeless situation yet Christ came to that man at his 

point of need.  

In Matthew 12:9, we read: ñAnd when he was departed thence, he went into their syna-

gogue: 12:10 And, behold, there was a man which had his hand withered. And they asked 

him, saying, Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath days? that they might accuse him...ò Christ 

came to that man, told him to stretch forth his hand and he was made totally whole that Sab-

bath day.  

We also read of ña womanò, who when Christ was at Simon the Phariseesô home, began to 

wash His feet with tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, 

and anointed them with the ointment. Simon, that religious Pharisee, said that if Christ was a 

prophet, He would surely know who that woman was and would never allow her to touch 

Him, yet Christ knew exactly who she was and who Simon was too. Her crisis was sin. Sin 

bound her life, but she got to the Christ.  

We also read of Jairus (Mark 5:23), a ruler of the synagogue, who when he saw Christ, fell at 

his feet,  ñAnd besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: I 

pray thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.ò The 

crisis intensified after Jairus fell at Jesusô feet because news came that his daughter had indeed 

died, yet Christ went and raised that little girl from her death bed.  

Little Zacchaeus who climbed a tree, was also in a crisis. He had an abundance of wealth, yet 

his soul was in a crisis. Christ called him out of that crisis. And we can go oné Mary Magda-

lene had seven demons: Christ delivered her.  A group of disciples were caught in a storm at 

sea: Christ stilled the wind and waves. A great crowd in the wilderness, listening to Jesus 

teach, had no food: Christ provided plenty.  A woman caught in adultery, about to be stoned: 

Christ rescued her. A man with a legion of demons: Christ delivered him.  Our Christ is a 

Christ for a crisis hour! Christ walks through the storm at sea to get to you; He is at your sick 

bed, and He will come to you when your mind is confused.   

1. FINDING CHRIST IN THE CRISIS  

Let us note that in our passage in Luke 24:36-45, the disciples with whom Christ had been 

closest; with whom he had spent hours, days, monthsðeven years, were unable to discern that 

it was indeed Him standing there when He had come to them in their crisis. We read: ñBut 

they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spiritò (just like the time 

Christ walked on the stormy sea, when they also supposed him to be a ghost). In the midst of 

their crisis, they could not discern Christ. Many of us are like these disciples:  we are in a cri-

sis yet we cannot discern Him, or see Him, yet He is right there with us in the crisis. Note too, 
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that a locked door could not, and would not keep out Christ from coming to His disciples. He 

stood right in the midst of them. Saints, look for Christ in the crisis!  

We also read in Matthew 8:6, ñ...a centurion, beseeching him, And saying, Lord, my servant 

lieth at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented.ò The centurion sought Christ and found 

Him. Christ offered to go with him, but the centurion asked Christ to ójust speak the wordô, 

and the servant was healed.  

What about the four friends whose friend lay on a bed, sick of palsy? They broke through the 

roof, desperate to get their friend to Christ. Many are in a crisis who do not have this determi-

nation to find Christ. 

Remember the father who brought his demonized boy to the nine disciples. The disciples tried 

everything but could not help him. That father could have said, ñThe Church doesnôt have an 

answer! The apostles do not have an answer!ò yet he did not stop thereðhe did not give up. 

He made sure that he found Christ in his crisis. If you have found that there is no power in the 

church and you are questioning the church, my friend push past those in your church and find 

Christ.  

Friends, do not be like the rich young ruler (Mark 10:17) who said, ñI have been seeking. I 

have been studying. I want salvation. I want eternal life,ò but when Christ told him to go and 

sell all, he walked away sad. He looked at Christ but he never truly found Christ.  

What about the woman with the issue of blood?  (Mark 5:25), ñAnd a certain woman, which 

had an issue of blood twelve years, 5:26 And had suffered many things of many physicians, 

and had spent all that she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse, 5:27, When 

she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment. 5:28 For she 

said, If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole.ò She found Christ in her crisis! If we 

find ourselves in a crisis we are going to have to be like this little lady, and push past the 

crowd. 

2. CALLING UPON CHRIST IN THE CRISIS 

We have seen examples of finding Christ but what of CALLING upon Christ? We know well 

the account of the disciples who found themselves in a boat in a storm at sea, who were trou-

bled at seeing that, during the life-threatening storm, Christ was asleep in the boat. ñAnd his 

disciples came to him, and awoke him, saying, Lord, save us: we perishò (Mat 8:25) ñAnd he 

was in the hinder part of the ship, asleep on a pillow: and they awake him, and say unto him, 

Master, carest thou not that we perish?ò (Mar 4:38) They were his own, and He was with 

them; He was in the midst of them but they needed to CALL upon Him; they needed to awak-

en him. We are no different to these disciples. We too think that Christ does not care: ñcarest 

thou not that we perish?ò We cry, ñLord canôt you see my crisis? Lord, why arenôt you help-

ing me? Why arenôt you healing me? Why arenôt you changing my situation? Why arenôt you 

saving me?ò  

Similarly, in Mat 14:26, ñAnd when the disciples saw him walking on the sea, they were trou-

bled, saying, It is a spirit; and they cried out for fear. 14:27, But straightway Jesus spake 

unto them, saying, Be of good cheer; it is I; be not afraid.ò Peter cried out! Learn how to 
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pray. Learn how to lay ahold of Him. Lift up 

a desperate, heartfelt cry! Lift up your hands 

and say, ñLord I cannot manage! Lord, I do 

not know how to make it through the crisis! 

Lord I am perishing!ò Christ hears those 

cries. Christ answers prayer. Christ will meet 

you in the midst of your crisisð

STRAIGHTWAY. ñBut straightway Jesus 

spakeéò 

Remember Blind Bartimaeus  of Jericho, 

ñ...blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat 

by the highway side beg-

ging.ò MK.10:47 ñAnd when he heard that it 

was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, 

and say, Jesus, thou Son of David, have mer-

cy on me. 10:48 And many charged him that 

he should hold his peace: [some may criti-

cise and tell you that you should not pray 

like that, but look at Bartimaeusô response to 

those who would hush him] ébut he cried 

the more a great deal, Thou Son of David, 

have mercy on me. 10:49 And Jesus stood still, and commanded him to be called. And they 

call the blind man, saying unto him, Be of good comfort, rise; he calleth thee.ò Jesus stood 

still when He heard that cry! Notice how the religious were one minute instructing Bartimae-

us to keep quiet, but the next minute when they saw Christôs response, they were trying to 

help him up to meet the Master. Learn to cry like Bartimaeus!  

Remember the dying thief crucified alongside Christ. He was a thief; he was a wicked man; 

he was a sinner who deserved to die that horrible death. He was rebuking Christ; accusing 

Christ; mocking Christ: ñIf thou be the son of God, then deliver yourselféò yet suddenly in 

that crisis that thief realized that Christ was indeed the Son of God, and he cried out, 

ñremember meéò At first he had taken Christ as ójust a man; just a false teacheréô but he 

suddenly realized that Christ was in his crisis. Sinner, Christ is your Christ on the middle 

cross, right in the midst of your crisis.  

3. GIVING GLORY TO CHRIST IN THE CRISIS 

Lazarus family and friends knew who to send for when Lazarus lay sick and dying. They 

knew that Christ was the answer and yet Christ waited two days after Lazarus was dead. 

ñWhen Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, 

that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.ò  (John 11:4) The sickness was not for the 

devilôs glory. The sickness brought glory to God! God did not bring or give the sickness, but 

God got glory from it.  

In Matt 8:2, we read, ñAnd, behold, there came a leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if 

ñChrist in the Stormò by Rembrandt  
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thou wilt, thou canst make me clean.ò Have you learnt to worship in your crisis?  

In Matt 9:18, we read, ñWhile he spake these things unto them, behold, there came a certain 

ruler, and worshipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead:ò That man worshipped 

Christ, even though his daughter was dead!  

In Mat 15:22, we read, ñAnd, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and 

cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is griev-

ously vexed with a devil. 23 But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and be-

sought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 24 But he answered and said, I am 

not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 25 Then came she and worshipped 

him, saying, Lord, help me. 26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's 

bread, and to cast it to dogs. 27 And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs 

which fall from their masters' table.ò Her daughterôs life was tormented by the devil YET she 

WORSHIPPED Christ. This lady was a Canaaniteðone outside the covenant of Abraham, 

yet she came and worshipped Christ. She knew how to call Him and give glory to Him in the 

crisis, and Christ did heal her daughter.  

What about a man who experienced almost 

every crisis known to Man in the space of 

mere hours and days? Job. What did Job do? 

The first thing that Job did, was to fall down 

on his face and worship the Lord. He did not 

know if, or how he would make it through 

but he bowed in worship to the Lord.  His 

heart was broken. He thought God had 

brough this devastation upon his life, but it 

was the devil. He kept his integrity even 

when under pressure from his wife. He did 

not sin with his mouth. Job gave glory to the 

Lord in the crisis.  

Luke 17:12, ñAnd as he entered into a certain village, there met him ten men that were lep-

ers, which stood afar off: [they were in quarantine] 17:13  And they lifted up their voices, and 

said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. 17:14  And when he saw them, he said unto them, Go 

shew yourselves unto the priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were 

cleansed. 17:15  And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and with a 

loud voice glorified God, 17:16  And fell down on his face at his feet, giving him thanks: 

and he was a Samaritan.  17:17  And Jesus answering said, Were there not ten cleansed? but 

where are the nine? 17:18  There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this 

stranger.ò These lepers knew how to cry unto Christ; they knew how to find him, but only 

one gave Christ the glory in the crisis. People are just like that today: 90% think that their 

victory in their crisis was ójust themô.  People are inclined to forget God quickly. We are in a 

crisis hour in our lives, our families, and our nations. Do you know how to find Christ in the 

crisis? Do you know how to call upon Christ in the crisis? Do you know how to give Him 

glory in your crisis?

Lord Saturday, 4th April, 2020.  
 
English born, June Barry, went to Bible School in 
London and then moved to Southern Ireland as a 
missionary. She was a woman of prayer who lived 
by faith giving out tracts and witnessing as she went 

whether it be Dublin, Cork, or Limerick. This was at a time when the Irish were very closed 
to the Gospel. Wherever a church was new and small she would turn up there to pray and 
encourage. From a child I watched her be consistently faithful. When she stayed with us she 
would go outside about 11 am and find a quiet place at the top of a field out of sight and 
begin to pray through her prayer lists of people and needs until about 4.30 pm. This was her 
habit every day apart from Sundays. She had her unique habits, and some thought her very 
strange, yet her entire focus was Christ, the Word of God, gathering with believers in church 
gatherings, and fellowship with friends. When I was 21 years old and stepping out into min-
istry and a life of trusting the Lord for all needs she began to deposit Ã10 in my bank account 
every month straight through until this very year. What she never realized was that in those 
early years, her Ã10 usually stood between me and going into the red. That Ã10 has always 
been a token to me of God's faithfulness and has meant more to me than a million dollars. 
About five years ago she visited us in Limerick when we were starting LCC and testified to 
God's work in saving her, and concerning her life of praying and witnessing for Christ. June 
prayed daily for us and LCC. We were saddened by her passing yet also gladdened that she 
has now entered into her reward. At the age of 87 she finished her course. She ran well.

He hears my song; 
He hears your cry,

The above is the little verse which the Lord gave to me one morning 
in February 2020, as I faced the news which no one ever wants to 
hear: ñYou have cancer.ò When I announced the news to the church, I 
asked that they pray for REVIVAL, because I knew that when there is 

a Revival, there will be a manifestation of the gifts of healing. At that stage I was óonlyô 
facing breast cancer. After a severely adverse reaction to a single dose of chemotherapy, I 
was hospitalized with life-threatening neutropenic sepsis in the very first week of the 
Covid scare. Within a few days I described my health as one of óa 70-year old woman with 
emphysemaô. Every step was a battle and every breath was a victory. The chemo had stim-
ulated a lung condition which later in June they told me looked like emphysema, yet I have 
never put a cigarette near my mouth. Chemotherapy was no longer an option. A very dear 
friend and minister, Sharon Reeves, had prayed earnestly from the start that I would be 
delivered from going through chemotherapy and I had thought it impossible but there I 
was, totally delivered from chemo! I hardly slept for three months as in order to breathe I 
had to óhackô up the phlegm to clear my airways. One night this hacking led to me break-
ing a rib. Such pain I never thought possible to endure. No doctors diagnosed the broken 
rib at that time, but I was put on more medication for the effects of previous medication, 
and so it went on. Chronic asthma and using a nebuliser with the highest possible dosages 
became my daily reality. Could it get worse? Yes. After three months of no treatment due 
to the C-19 scare, and my poor reaction to systematic therapy, CT scans and an MRI con-
firmed that the cancer had spread to all my major organs, and they were certain that it was 
also in my stomach as I had had a gastric bleed. The words, ñYou are going to die,ò 
cracked the air like ice. My oncologist told us that I had six months to live. We were cata-
pulted to face a Red Sea! I was discharged to die. YET, friends and family were praying. 
LCC went to prayer. Cornerstone Church (Baton Rouge) went to prayer. Soon the prayer 
request went out and before we knew it, faithful, earnest believers all over the world were 
setting themselves to pray and many added fasting to their prayers. On June 10th, I had 
had four days of severe breathing distress. On that Wednesday, I was in fasting and prayer, 
and I received a message from a sister in Baton Rouge, who wanted me to read Isaiah 53: 
1-5. ñWhy must I read this again, Lord? I have read it so often lately!ò I asked, but I 
opened my Bible and as I read the end of the fifth verse, ñ...with his stripes we are healedò 
the present tense of that sentence leaped out at me, ñARE healed.ò I fell on my knees by 
my bed and prayed, ñLord,  this is a very present promise. I donôt mind when you heal the 
cancer but can you please deliver me from this asthma and let me breathe freely so that I 
can sleep and regain strength?ò As I inhaled the very next breath after finishing that re-
quest, there was suddenly no rattle and no wheeze in my airways. I was so astonished that 
I started to walk back and forth across the bedroom floor to check that it stayed that way. I 
was so shocked that I waited until the next morning to tell Keith. I slept through the night 
for the first time in months, and from that day I put away the medicines for breathing and 
have not used any of it since. In fact we took it all back to the pharmacy. We are so very 
humbled and grateful for the many who have committed to praying for my healing. Heal-
ing IS for today and healing always heralds many salvations. PLEASE join us in stand-
ing upon Godôs Word for an outpouring and answer to our cries in this crisis!
